Harlem shake mania captures not only ordinary Internet users, major reputable companies and famous personalities are absorbed with it as well. Employees of Facebook, Google, TV programs Today, CNN, Report and many others have posted their versions of dances. Actors and singers, racers and military men – everyone seeks to "participate" in this madness. Even company FOX introduced the clip styled as an opening intro for cartoon The Simpsons. Nikita Dzhigurda has even gathered a flash mob on Arbat where about a thousand people were present. However, shooting the video failed this time.
The reason for such popularity is short length of a clip and the hypnotic impact of rhythm. We can only guess how long these short films will be held at the fame top, perhaps, to the next, even more absurd video.
Harlem Shake has swept athletes, coaches, rowers as well. The first short film in the world of kayak and canoe rowing was shot by the national team of Germany, but as a consequence, the video was removed.
