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1. THE GOALS AND THE TASKS OF HOLDING THE LENINGRAD CUP TOURNAMENT AND THE Second-level tournament (Dale Tournament)

1.1 The goals of  holding the Tournament
The tournament is hold to :
· Giving the chance to regulate member-countries’  relationships in sport, business and politics.

· Development and future popularization of ice hockey in Russian Federation and in other countries.

· Leisure organization for community of Russian Federation and other countries’.

· Attraction of children, youth and other categories of  Russian Federation and different  countries’  community to the active ice hockey training.
1.2 Tasks of holding the tournament

 The tasks of holding the Tournament are:

· Detection of the Tournament winner exclusively by sport principle and team’s level.

· Skills’ level  rise of amateurs.
· Level rise of holding the amateurs tournaments in RF and Europe.

· Development of hockey amateurs teams’  infrastructure .

2. THE TOURNAMENT GUIDE
2.1 Regulations of the Tournament

Organization and holding the Tournament is carried out in accordance to Regulations of holding the LENINGRAD CUP  tournament that are approved by LHE (AMHEL).
Those conditions that are not mentioned in these regulations are detected by additional Point of holding the concrete competition which is an inalienable part of those Regulations.
2.2. Structure of the Tournament regulations
Regulations of holding the Tournament are carried out by Hockey Amateurs Euro -league (AMHEL).

Direct holding work and control of holding the LENINGRAD CUP Tournament are carried out by AMHEL organizing committee office in Russia (further Org. Committee).

Quick cooperation of the teams, hockey players, trainers, leaders, clubs’ administrators, referees who are brought into the Tournament matches with the Org. Committee is carried out by means :

2.3. Solving disputes
If there are any situations relating the Tournament that can not be solved by the Regulations positions, then the Org. Committee has a right to make decisions informing the members orally or by email.
Those decisions are obligatory for all the teams, hockey players, trainers, Clubs’ leaders and referees who are brought into the Tournament.
3.MEMBERSHIP OF THE LENINGRAD CUP TOURNAMENT PARTICIPANTS
3.1. Membership of the tournament participants
Membership of the LENINGRAD CUP Tournament participants.

Following teams ( in decrease order) have their prerogative in Tournament participating:

A. Member teams of AMHEL’s laps.

B. European teams

C. Near Abroad ’s teams

D. Russian Regions’  teams

E. Moscow teams
F. Saint Petersburg’s  teams

4. STRUCTURE AND TERMS OF THE TOURNAMENT HOLDING

4.1. Terms of the tournament holding
Terms of the tournament holding  are 5,6,7 of April 2013

4.2. The scheme of the Tournament holding

The scheme of the Tournament holding: See Attachment №2( Revision of the scheme is possible before accepting the teams’ applications)

5.DEMAND TO THE CLUBS

5.1.Conditions of the CLUBS’ admission to the tournament
The LENINGRAD CUP Tournament accepts the teams of hockey clubs wishing to participate in the Tournament and those who agree and follow all demands of present Regulations and additional Tournament points.
6. TEAM APPLICATIONS PER CLUB

6.1. Submission terms of the application
The Tournament participating application  of the hockey amateurs clubs’ team has to be   assigned    before the 25th of February 2013.

In case of breaking this Regulations’ point Org. Committee examines the application with no primary rights in general order and makes its own decision relating the team’s participating.
In case if  application was not given  the team is not admitted to the Tournament.
6.2. Application form

The application is given either by the Club  in the  Org Committee’s printed set form (Attachment 1) and must contain the information about the team, name application list of the Club’s team including the teams’ referees or it is assigned to the Org Committee by email.
6.3. Leading of the pre-application campaign


Any member team of the Tournament can declare its extra players not later  before 72 hours till  the first game’s start in the Tournament when Org Committee agrees the changes.


The hockey player’s move from one team to another one is forbidden without Org Committee’s agree.

7. STATUS OF THE HOCKEY PLAYERS

7.1. Detection of the hockey players’ status
For more regular participating teams’ distribution following  players status were introduced:
Professional – an acting hockey player  working by contract at his country’s first adults and youth’s  levels. The hockey player who has ever worked by contract at his country’s first adults and youth’s  levels.
Master - the hockey player who has been working in the third division of his country.
Sports Schoolboy - the hockey player under 25  who has was ever  declared by the sport school  or by the professional and master clubs.
The hockey player’s status is detected out of open statistic hockey federations and leagues’  sources and out of an official application list that is given by the Club.

The hockey player’s status can be changed but has to be based on given documents of the interested sides during the Org Committee Soviet.

8. CONDITIONS OF THE TOURNAMENT HOLDING

8.1. General positions
All the Tournament matches are hold by the ice hockey game’s Rules and being followed by the Regulations norms. All the hockey Players, trainers, leaders of the hockey clubs, referees and others involved to the Tournament match must know and follow the Rules and Regulations norms.

8.2. Conditions of the Tournament participating  
The Club must have an application approved by the Tournament organizers and it  must pay an entrance fee to participate in the Tournament.

An entrance fee’s amount is detected before the application campaign’s start. It is not returned and is spent on the payment of  ice, referees, Tournament prizes (awards), other works related to the Tournament lightning ( Internet, mass media, print production, photo and video report) and other Tournament events.

8.3. Participation fees for the Tournament 

The Clubs must pay the fee detected by the Org Committee to participate in the Tournament. The amount and payment order are detected by additional Point.
8.4. Number of  hockey players in the application list 
Total number of the hockey players that are in the  team’s application list of the LENINGRAD CUP Tournament Club must not be less than 11 people including the first goalkeeper).
8.5. Other limitations and conditions

During the Tournament  a hockey player has a right to represent only one team at the same time – a member team in a crack.

8.6. Club’s application for an independent match

The teams’ captains must give a hockey players names’  list to the secretary before the game’s start. The list contains game numbers of those hockey players ( full names) who participate in the match and excludes those ones who do not.
8.7. Demand to the hockey players’  uniform

Home team has a right to choose their uniform’s color and to notify the visiting team about their choice not later than before 30 minutes till the match’s start.The visitors must have their uniform in  a contrast color.
The hockey player’s sweater must have:

· Club’s emblem on its breast

· The hockey player’s number ( the same as in the application list) on its back.

If there is no number on the back the hockey player has no access to the game.

8.8. Scheduled start times for Tournament matches 
Start time of  the LENINGRAD CUP Tournament matches is detected by Point or according to the Tournament schedule.
The LENINGRAD CUP Tournament matches begin:

· Friday the 5th of April at 10:00 am
· Saturday the 6th of April at 9:00 am

· Sunday the 7th of April until 4:00 pm

Finish date of The LENINGRAD CUP Tournament is 7th of April until 4:00 pm.
9. THE RULES OF ONE MATCH HOLDING

9.1. General positions

All the matches must be hold on right terms ( date and time) set by the Tournament schedule.

In case of team’s absence by any reason the team gets walkover score 0:5.

9.2. Match holding order

Ice rent time that is needed for the match is 55 minutes.

Every match consists of three periods. Each of them longs about 15 minutes of “straight time”
The last minute of the final period is played by “actual time” rule only in final matches ( for the 1-st and the 3-rd place).
The warm-up must long for 5 minutes from the moment of an official match’s start time. 
The pause’s duration between match’s periods should be exactly 1 minute.

During the 30 second timeout taken by any team the match time is stopped. 

At the moment of match time end even if it was not fully played  the match is considered being finished and the score  is fixed right on the match finish’s moment.
9.3. Additional time (overtime)
If there is a draw in three matches’  period then overtime is not set.

9.4. Penalty shoot outs
In accordance to additional Point in case of a draw on the moment of match’s finish to detect the winner (in Play-off matches)  post- match penalty shots can be set  which are followed by further rules: 
· Any hockey player whose penalties were not concluded before the match being finished in a draw is not allowed to do penalty shots. Those hockey players should remain on the substitutes’  benches or in the dress room until the after match penalty shots are done.

· Before the after match penalty shot’s start the referee invites two captains of participating teams to the center of the hockey pitch for drawing procedure. It is made to detect which team will be the first doing those penalty shots . The winner of the drawing procedure decides who is the first in its penalty shots.

· Goalkeepers must protect the same gates as they were in the final period. The goalkeepers can be changed every post match penalty shots. The non-protecting goalkeeper should sit on the substitutes’ bench. 
· The hockey players of both teams do the post match penalty shots in turn. Conditionally the post match penalty shots are separated into pairs.  Every post match penalty shots’  pair makes two shots that are done in turn by two hockey players from different teams. The first shot is done by the player of the drawing winner team.
· Every team does its three penalty shots. In case of the draw result the pairs of shots are done until one of the team does its goal and another one fails. This time the team that did its goal is considered as a winner. The match ends. 
The penalty shots’ procedure that is not controlled by the Regulations’ clause is hold in accordance to 508 and 509 clauses of ice hockey game’ rules. The match secretary writes down all the done penalty shots,  marks the hockey players, goalkeepers and kicked goals.

The goal of the team that became a match winner is a decisive goal after all penalty shots. Total match result counts only decisive goal that was kicked during the post match penalty shots’  period. The decisive goal is counted to the hockey player who kicked it and to the goalkeeper who missed it.
 If a team refuses to participate in penalty shots procedure then the match is finished and the team has its loss. 
If a team’s player refuses to do the penalty shot then it is counted as the done one and the gates are not captured.

10. RESULTS’  DETECTION

10.1. Scoring system under leading the group laps
According to every match results the teams are given:
· For win in the match – 3 points.
· At the loss on the main time – 0 points ( points are not given)
In case if a draw score happens on the main time ( with no penalty shots’ procedure) – every team gets its 1 point.

10.2. Setting the teams’  places under leading the group laps
If two and more teams have an equal number of points further criterions are used. It is done  to set the teams’ place during the Tournament group laps holding:
1. The number of points in all the matches among the teams that have an equal number of points.
2. The best difference of the kicked and missed pucks in all the matches between those teams.
3. The number of pucks being kicked in all the matches between the teams.
4. The number of wins in all the hold matches.
5. The number of wins reached during the regular time among  all the matches’  wins.
6. The best difference of kicked and missed puck in all the hold matches.
7. The number of pucks kicked by a team in all the matches.
8. Drawing
10.3. Results enumeration of the matches with a canceled  score

In accordance to the  Regulations points  one Tournament match’s result should be canceled by the Competition holding Department .One of the teams has walkover with 0:5 score. Further demands are used :
· If the match took its place being  finished and if the team that should get its walkover  failed the match  on the regular time then the match result is not canceled and remains as a previous one.

· If the match took its place but was not finished or if it took place but the team that should get the walkover didn’t fail the match on the regular time then the match result is canceled. Respective team gets its walkover with 0:5 score and the points are not counted. The opposite team gets its win with 5:0 score and receives its 3 points.

· Individual hockey players’ statistics of the match is saved.

10.4. Results enumeration of the canceled matches

If a match of the first Tournament lap didn’t take place and one of the teams that should have participated in it and that should have got its walkover with 0:5 score by the Regulations’ positions , then the team does not receive its points. In this case the competitor team has its win with 5:0 score and receives its 3 points.

10.5.Results enumeration of the walkover by calculating puck goal difference
Calculating puck goal difference to detect the teams’ places in the Tournament group laps the matches’ pucks are not accounted when one of the team has walkover and another one has its win.  

10.6. Order of results table’s preparing

Current teams’ position in the Tournament is detected by the Org. Committee. It is done after every match and looks as results’ table that is published on the information stands of the Tournament field and on the official Tournament website right after the Tournament’s end.

10.7. Order of play-off laps

The structure forming of the match system  and the order of play-off laps are detected by additional Position (Attachment №2).
10.8. Final conclusion of the Tournament

Final Tournament results are estimated by the org. Committee  right after the final Tournament match was hold.Official results are informed to all the participating Clubs and are published as an official results’  table on the information stands of the Tournament field and on the official Tournament website right after the Tournament’s end.

11. AWARDS CEREMONY
11.1. Tournament winners - Awards ceremony
On the finish moment of decisive match when winners or prize winners are estimated both participating teams are left on the field for the winners awarding ceremony.

The first part is a part of awarding participants of the second tournament level right after the “first place” match’s end.

The second part is a part of awarding participants of the first tournament and awarding participants of the whole tournament by nomination right after the “first place“ match’s end.
Content and the  order of awarding ceremony is set by the org Committee and by that audience who was attracted  to the ceremony’s  holding t by AMHEL.

11.2. Awarding winning teams
Worthy medals, memory cups  and certified diplomas are awards for the Tournament prize-teams .

Medals receive:

· The hockey players who are noticed in the team’s application  on the Competition finish date.
· Trainer(s) of the team

· Administrators of the team

· Fans

The teams can be awarded with additional prizes by the Tournament and AMHEL’s sponsors and partners.
11.3. Award individual prizes of AMHEL
At the end of Competitions the League awards individual prizes in nominations approved by org Committee right before the Tournament ‘s end.
The owners  of  individual prizes are awarded with memory cups and certified diplomas. The nominees can be awarded with additional prizes by AMHEL’s sponsors.
12. PROTEST AND EXAMINATION 
12.1. Reasons for protest 

The Club’s leadership of one of the teams participating in the match has a right to protest to the  Committee if further bases exist for:

· Cancelling the match results on the strength of meaning breaks of  the Regulations demands and Ice hockey game rules.

· Rating a walkover to one of the teams.

12.2. Protest order
At the end of the Tournament match which result was decided to be protested by the Club’s leadership the club’s administrator or the team’s trainer must notice match protest intention. It has to contain a short note of the main protest reason.

The main match referee must immediately notify the AMHEL org Committee in Russia about the team’s protest in official match report.

The protest has to be sent by the Club’s leadership to the AMHEL org Committee in a written form  (or via email) right during  15 minutes after the match’s end. The protests has to contain all the bases why the Club wants the match results to be canceled.

 The protest requires attachments (documents or facts)  that prove  the bases of demanding  the match results’ cancel.
12.3. Examination of the lead hockey players 

Giving the protest for asking “absent in the application list  ” hockey players participating in the match the examination procedure must be hold.

After the match  the team’s Club representative that gives the protest cooperating with the main match referee and the game’s secretary have their right to ask showing the opposite team 3 players’ documents to compare it with the application list. The check’s result is put into official match report and is affixed by the main referee’s signature.
12.4. The reasons to deny the protest examination

AMHEL org Committee does not accept and leaves protest  being no-examined  when:
· The protests are sent not in time

· Protests about refereeing quality and protests based on refereeing relating the out of bounds position, estimation of puck’s icing and fines, taking the gates.

· Protests that do not relate to the match results’ cancel.

12.5. Terms and  protest examination order
When the protest’s giving order is observed and the bases for leaving the protest being no-examined are absent then the Russian org Committee accepts it to be reviewed. They study it and make their decision in 15 minutes after it was received.
When studying the protest the competitions holding Department can:

· Invite interested sides to their   meeting 

· Make their own decision not having heard the sides but to base themselves  on existing documents and materials.

12.6. Result of protest examination
In view of the results of protest’s examination further decision can be sustained:
· Protest satisfaction’s refusal

· Protest’s satisfaction,  match results’  cancel , counting the walkover to one of the teams with 0:5 score .
Decision that is made in view of the results’  protest must contain the bases.
 Decision that  is made in view of the results’  protest is immediately powerful. It is informed to the Club’s teams that participated in the match and is published on the information boards of the tournament field.
No further complaints are accepted.

13.REFEREEING

13.1. The Tournament refereeing organization
The tournament matches’ refereeing is carried out by the referees who have proper agreement with the Tournament and who are accredited by the hockey Federation of any country that has their  recorded hockey Federation.

Every tournament match’s refereeing is carried out by all the referees who are set for match holding. They work honestly, objectively  and impartially in accordance to the last Reduction’s  rules and present Regulations’ positions.
13.2. Refereeing team membership of the Tournament match
 Every tournament match’s refereeing is carried out by the refereeing membership:
· 1 main referee of the hockey field

· 1 referee’s assistant of the hockey field

· 1 secretary of the game ( recording referee)

13.3. Inspection of the Tournament matches
Under the Committee and the Regulations’ verdict the control of refereeing ’s quality during the match is carried out by the match inspector.

13.4. Order of setting the referees of the Tournament match
Match referees and the Tournament matches’ inspector are appointed by the Committee.
13.5.Order of referees’ arrival to the place of holding the Tournament match
Appointed referees for the Tournament match must arrive not later then before 30 minutes till the match starts.

If the main referee is absent his assistant leads the match. If the whole refereeing membership is absent then the match is hold by any present referees or by the most qualified teams’ representatives. But this decision must be approved by the Committee and teams.
13.6. Order of preparation for the refereeing of the Tournament match
Before the Tournament match starts the match referees  must:

· To examine the field, to value the quality of ice and its fitness to the game.
· To convince themselves in right  preparation  and outfit of the players participating in pre-match warm-up.
· While pre-match warming they send the list of team’s membership ready for coming match from the captains to secretary . And during the first break they know an exact list of players ready for the match from the captains.
· To finish other business relating  preparation and holding the match provided for the Regulations, Hockey game rules and for special pints of the Committee.
Having finished examination one of the match referees has to attract the Committee’s attention to immediate removal of preparation breaches  and defects.
The main match referee must put all the  remarks in an official  match report. If there are any meaning breaches of the present Regulations that lock safeness of the match  then the main match referee must immediately let the Committee know about those fails to make operative decisions.

When an inspector presents then the main match referees do all the above-listed actions with him.
13.7. Order of the referees’  actions after the Tournament match’ finish

After the Tournament match finishes the main referee should immediately get an official report from the secretary. He checks it, makes necessary marks and sign it.

If a player or  the team’s representative gets any fine  punishment or penalty-match then the main referee points  the clause and paragraph’ s number on the opposite side of the report. It is pointed in the report’s paragraph of  “Undisciplined players and teams representatives’  behavior”.

The participating teams’ trainers must put their signs in an official report in 15 minutes after they get the report from the main match referee.
13.8. Order of mistakes’ correction  in official reports of the Tournament  matches

In case of any mistakes are found in official matches’ reports the org Committee has a right to make changes in them.

14. LENINGRAD CUP TOURNAMENT COMPETITIONS REPORT
14.1. Official website of AMHEL and the LENINGRAD CUP Tournament
The Tournament is reported :
· On the official AMHEL’s website www.amhel.com
· In Mass Media and on partners’  websites.

15.RIGHTS, DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CLUBS

15.1. Clubs’  rights
The Clubs have a right to:
· To participate in the Tournament organized and hold by org Committee provided for Regulations conditions and its additional Points.

· To get an objective, independent  and honest refereeing of  competitions from the org Committee.

· To use their trade marks and teams’ symbols in printed ,audio- ,video- and souvenir production in commercial targets. The org Committee has to approve it.
· To participate in AMHEL’s events that are done for the club hockey development and  tournaments’ organizing.

15.2. Clubs’  responsibility

Participating Clubs are responsible for the breaches of  present Regulations’ points . Responsibility is set by Tournament Regulations.

Penalties are set by the  Committee.

15.3. Clubs’  duties

The clubs must:
· Do their financial duties towards the Committee on time. They must inform the Committee immediately about the circumstances  that block their financial duties’ fulfillment .
· Not to change Club’s name when the application is given.

· Provide their team’s arrival to all the Tournament matches and their appearance on  ice field being followed by the main referee’s points. In case of any breach or wrong fulfillment of this Regulations paragraph:

A. If the breach led to  late match’s start- later then 10 minutes then the Club gets its loss with 0:5 score.

B. If the breach appeared and the match was wrecked the Club gets its loss with 0:5 score.   
If the situation is repeated by the breaker-team they can be relieved of the Tournament.

· Provide the hockey players’ post match handshake  when the match is finished.  They should not allow participating  those players who hasn’t a right to be in the Club team’s membership and hasn’t a right to participate in the match. If the Club’s breach appears against the Regulations paragraph then the Club gets its loss with 0:5 score.
· Provide participating of hockey players, official people, Clubs’ leaders in official AMHEL’s events and in activities organized for sponsors, partners, AMHEL’s advertisement and mass media.

· Provide hockey players and trainers’  participating in photo and video shooting and other events organized for the Tournament by Committee and AMHEL.

· If the Club’s team is relieved by its own or Committee’s initiative the Club loses a right to participate  in competitions until the Committee makes a different decision.

· They must have active sport insurance for each player for all the tournament time. Organizers don’t provide the players with insurance. Every team has its own  responsibility in providing insurance for players and other risks.
· They must pay the   penalty for breaking the rules listed in point 16.1.  In case if penalties are not paid the team has no access to competitions.

Those cases that don’t exist in the present Regulations’ Chapter Org Committee has a right to put the penalties or disqualification by  their discretion.

16. DISCIPLINE BREACH AND PUNISHMENT 

16.1.The list of  the breaks and additional punishment 

In accordance to the paragraph 510 of   ice hockey game Rules further Tournament breaches are estimated by the present Regulations’ Chapter. They are reviewed by the Committee as bases for imposing a penalty on the players and representative participants.
