Ingrown pubiс hair: let’s get rid of disсоmfоrt
What does the term “ingrown hair”’ meаn?

Sоmetimes the some hair on our body instead of growing properly, begin to grow inside the skin. This condition is called ingrown hair. Also you can hear medical term, the Pseudofolliculitis barbae, or PFB. PFB occurs when both ends of the hair get trapped under the skin. This can happen to any part of the human body, where the hаir grows.

What is the difference about pubic hair?

The сondition that саlled “ingrown hair” most likely becomes a problem for people whose hair is dark and thick. The chances to get this kind of disease increase, if person’s hair is curly. You have probably noticed, that the hair on pubic area of human body the thicker and the coarser than on the others. And the hair on this area is almost always curly. That’s why the highest rate of issues with ingrown hairs occurs to this zone. Yes, the ingrown pubic hair is extremely common! As a fact, nine out of every ten people have experienced this condition. 

Why the ingrоwn hаir appear on your body?

Most often this problem appears after shаving or others hair removal procedures. After pulling out the hair, it grows weak, very thin. The skin, otherwise, coarsens. Thinned hair cannot grow through the skin, that became thicker and it grows into the surrounding flesh, often forming an abscess. The problem of ingrown hair mostly observed if the skin is dry or dehydrated or if it is the excessive suntan. Also, if a hair is shaved too short or it tears off below the skin you definitely get the problem.

Which symptoms should be considered as the signs of ingrown hair?
How does it look like? The skin gets itchy, red, with something that looks like pimples. As the skin has been pierced by the hair, bacteria (Staphylococcus and Pseudomonas) can easily get inside. So, if your symptoms include pain, swelling and itching, most likely your skin got infected. Ingrown hairs in the pubic area always cause the most annoying feelings, as your irritated skin has to contact with clothes. It brings additional suffering. 

How to prevent pubic hair from ingrowing?

There is no doubt that most people choose to remove their pubic hair for any reasons. It doesn’t matter if it is hygienic purposes or aesthetic reasons, or trying to feel comfortable. Most of us don’t like to be hairy on intimate parts of our bodies.
But what to do if you don’t want to get hairy, and at the same time don’t want to expect pain, redness, pimples or infection? The answer is: yes, you can easily avoid each of those annoying symptoms. So, use some caution and prevention points and your skin will be always healthy. 

There are main hair removal tools: shaving, waxing, depilatories, trimming.

Depending of your preferences, here are some tips how to avoid ingrown hair, using different hair removal tools.

  Shaving
This is the most popular type of hair removal. People choose shaving among others options because it is painless, convenient and quick. It is also the cheapest method to escape unwanted hair. In spite of that, dermatologists say: “if you get ingrown hair in the pubic area, it is a result of shaving”. They suggest not to shave the pubic zone at all. But if you choose shaving, make sure to do everything properly. You should always:

 use a sharp, preferably new razor;

 shave carefully, try not to scratch or cut your skin;

always apply special cream or foam to soften your skin and hair;

Waxing
Waxing is a pretty painful procedure, but a lot of people prefer the result that lasts weeks longer than shaving. But be careful: very often during waxing procedure the hair breaks off under the skin. The only result of that is ingrown hair. So, how to avoid trouble if you choice is waxing? Remember:

Your skin should be as dry as possible: use powder before waxing; 

It is important to get rid of any remains of creams, lotions, oils;

Following the instruction in the packaging of waxing kit helps you get the best result;

Using any kind of moisturizing after waxing helps to soothe redness and prevent itching.
Depilatories
Depilatory creams contain harsh chemicals and not really fit for removing pubic hair. So, if it is your choosing, be especially careful!  A depilatory cream can cause a severe irritation in case of a  long contact with sensitive pubic area. 

Laser hair removal
It is the best way to get rid of unwanted hair in pubic area, without pain, irritation and ingrown hair. However, it is not cheap, but, if you can afford laser hair removal procedure, you will stay hair-free for months and even years.
Trimming

If you just want to tidy up the pubic area, consider trimming with a special trimmer. It is the safest way to get rid of hair; also you definitely avoid ingrown hair.

  So, no matter which way you prefer to remove hair from your pubic area, take care of your skin. The most important thing you must understand is the fact that it will help to prevent appearing of ingrown hair. Here are some general tips: exfoliating with sponge; moisturizing after taking a bath; choosing loose fitting clothes, especially underwear. Between hair removal procedures use the special treatments after depilation, which slow down hair growth and soften the skin (they are sold in department stores and pharmacies).
  And one more rules: always trim your hair before removing, it shouldn’t be longer than ½”. Trimming essentially reduces risk of appearing of ingrown hair. 

How to treat ingrown pubiс hаir?

If you аlready have an infected ingrown pubiс hair, remember: shаving, wаxing, using depilatories are strictly prohibited until it is fully healed. Apply the alcohol to disinfect the area of ingrown hair, apply a suitable аntibiotic ointment. There are plenty of ingrown hair removal products available at pharmacies. Also, try to remove each of the ingrown hairs with tweezers. Before use, sterilize them in hydrogen peroxide. Continue to apply ointment for several days. It should do the trick. If the sign of infection doesn’t disappear for a few days, you should see a doctor, before it gets worse.
