Apple outstrips Nokia while Samsung becomes the largest smartphone producer in the world
According to analytical forecasts, in some months, international smartphone ranging will be inevitably “shaken up": it is expected that Apple will surpass Nokia in smartphone sales, and Samsung will become the world's largest manufacturer of these phones.
Nokia has been in the lead of global smartphones market since 1996, but this quarter domination, possibly, will terminate. According to a new prediction of Japanese analytical firm Nomura, shortly Samsung will become the largest smartphone manufacturer in the world. Having proposed this prediction on Monday, Reuters noticed that Apple probably will displace Nokia from a habitual pedestal, reserving bronze medal for the Finnish manufacturer of phones.
"It seems that Nokia is going to give the smartphone crown to Samsung and Apple", - the note to the review says. "HTC Company needs to lay the further stress on the Asian market to catch up Nokia actually to 2012".
For Apple, overtaking Nokia in hardware sales is a major milestone in the development history. The iPhone manufacturer from Cupertino, California, has appeared in smartphone market only in 2007, but in less than four years smartphone has become one of the most popular and most favorable products of the company.
iPhone occurrence, as well as Android platform development, has caused considerable problems for Nokia. Earlier this year Stephen Elop, "native" of Microsoft, became the head of telephone manufacturing and quickly included Windows Phone platform in dying Symbian mobile operating system.

Meanwhile Nokia is still the largest world’s manufacturer of cellular telephones, keeping leadership over Samsung on less favorable market where Apple does not compete. But Nokia also yields positions to "more dexterous Asian competitors" on this market as it was specified in the message.
According to IDC data, in the first quarter of 2011 Nokia owned 29.2 percent of the full mobile market (including smartphones and other "special" phones) with commodity batch of 108.5 million units. Samsung was on the second position with 18.8 percent of sales and 70 million units. Apple closed the four with 18.7 million batch of iPhone and a 5 percent market share.

Out of unit sale this January Apple became the largest world’s seller of phones by revenue. During winter quarter 2010 the company has got $10,47 billion profit out of iPhone and Apple accessories, that exceeds incomes of Nokia devices and services which totaled $9,7 billion.
