	How to choose a boat trailer
Boat trailer is an essencial item for boat owners because it is the only way to trasport it on land. Instead of long tiring process of dismantling the boat you just use your custom trailer. It gives the great opportunity to transport a boat yourself for hundreds of kilometres using your car. Moreover, its explotaition is quite easy while the construction is simple and safe.

WHERE TO START 
It might sound obvious, but you always have to keep in mind that the starting point of choosing the custom trailer is your boat.  

There is no universal trailer which fits all the kinds of boats, so yours should be unique and chosen exclusively for you boat. For example, if your boat trailer design is made for 4- meter boat, you will have to buy a new one in case of getting a bigger boat.

The boat's length and weight are the first main characteristicts you should take into account choosing custom boat trailers. 

 The price changes dramatically crossing the border line weight of 1 tonn. If your boat is heavier than that, you will need a bigger trailer with two axes and accelerative brake system. 

Next key point which should be payed due attention before buying a custom trailer is the material your boat is made of. If you have a plastic boat with hard dock floor, the best option for you is rolling boat trailer design which is easy and fast in use. However boats made of PVC should be carried with trailers with blidge ways system, because the rollers would just break the dock floor while transporting the boat.
COST CALCULATION
Аfter you defined the type of the trailer you need, you need to make a research to find the most apopriate price. The trailer body material should be never saved money on. Normally the custom boat trailers with anti-corrosive coating cost 20 % more, but at the same time they last much longer.

 It is better to choose a boat trailer design with plastic wings- they are not susceptible to corrosion and much cheper to change than the metal ones. 

RECOMENDATIONS
 -When choosing a custom boat trailer, keep in mind the measurements of the space where it will be kept. 

 -When setting the trailer hitch, cover the fixing system with anti- corrosing compound. 

 -To make easier it loading and unloading the boat, you can safely get the trailer into the water, after disconnecting the electric system. Trailers are specially designed for that. However you should not overload it. 90% of all the breakdowns occur because of the overloads.
