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INTRODUCTION

Today, perhaps, there is not such aspect of research in linguistics, which wouldn't be considered domestic or foreign linguists.  In addition, nevertheless, the problem of a lexical meaning and lexical concept, and their basic distinctions constantly draws attention of researchers. 

Not all the words, only expressing concepts possess, has lexical meaning. Such words are called meaning bearing or independent. From the grammatical point of view, they treat nouns, adjectives, numerals, verbs, adverbs, pronouns. The word that is unity of form and content, that is unity of a sound cover and sense, thereby represents unity of lexical and grammatical values. 

The concept is a reflection in consciousness of people of the general and essential signs of the phenomena of reality, ideas of their properties.  The subject form, its function, color, size, similarity or distinction with other subject, etc. can be such signs.  The concept is result of generalization of mass of the single phenomena in the course of which the person distracts from insignificant signs, concentrating on main, the main.  Without such abstraction, i.e. without abstract representations, the human thinking is impossible
. 

      Concepts are formed and enshrined in our consciousness by means of words. Communication of words with concept (the factor of the signification) does the word by the tool of human thinking. Without ability of the word to call concept it would be no language also. Designation by words of concepts allows us to manage rather small amount of language signs.

1. The lexical meaning

      As lexical meaning of the word is called fixed in consciousness telling correlation of a sound complex of language unit to this or that phenomenon of reality
. 

      The majority of words call subjects, their signs, quantity, actions, processes and act as meaning-bearing, independent words, carrying out in language nominative function (lat.  nominatio – ‘naming, the name’).  Possessing uniform grammatical and syntactic meanings and functions, these words unite in categories of nouns, adjectives, numerals, verbs, adverbs, words of a category of state. 

      From significant parts of speech are denied nominative function of a pronoun and modal the right to speak.  The first point only to subjects or their signs:  I, you, such, so much;  they receive concrete value in the speech, but can't serve as the generalized name of a number of the same subjects, signs or quantities.  The second express the relation speaking to the introduced idea:  Probably, the mail already came. 

      Auxiliary parts of speech (pretexts, the unions, particles) also don't carry out nominative function, i.e. don't call subjects, signs, actions, and are used as formal and grammatical language means. Lexical meanings of the word, their types, development and changes are studied by lexical semantics (semasiology) (gr.  semasia – 'designation' + logos - 'doctrine'). 

        All subjects and the phenomena of reality have the names in language.  Words indicate real subjects, our attitude towards them, arisen in the course of knowledge of the world surrounding us.  This communication of the word with the reality phenomena has not linguistic character and nevertheless is the major factor in definition of the nature of the word as sign unit. 

      Words call not only concrete subjects, which it is possible to see, to hear or to perceive at present, but also concepts about these subjects, arising at us in consciousness.
2. The lexical notion

The concept is a reflection in consciousness of people of the general and essential signs of the phenomena of reality, ideas of their properties.  The subject form, its function, color, the size, similarity or distinction with other subject, etc. can be such signs. 

The concept is result of generalization of mass of the single phenomena in the course of which the person distracts from insignificant signs, concentrating on main, the main.  Without such abstraction, i.e. without abstract representations, the human thinking is impossible
. 

      Concepts are formed and enshrined in our consciousness by means of words. Relation of words with concept does the word by the tool of human thinking. Without ability of the word to call concept there would be no language also. Designation by words of concepts allows us to manage rather small amount of language signs. So that to allocate from many people of one and to call any, we use the word of people. For designation of all wealth and a variety of paints of wildlife, there are words red, yellow, blue, green, etc. Movement in space of various subjects is expressed by the word goes (the person, the train, the bus, the icebreaker and even - ice, a rain, snow, etc.).      However not all the words call any concept.  The unions, particles, pretexts, interjections, pronouns, own names are not capable to express them.  It is necessary to tell about the last especially. 

      There are the proper names calling single concepts. These are names of outstanding people (Shakespeare, Dante, Lev Tolstoy, Shalyapin, Rachmaninov), place names (Volga, Baikal, the Alps, America). By the nature, they cannot be generalization and cause thought of a subject, unique
.
3. Special aspects of the basic divergences between the lexical meaning and notion

Lexical meaning, being as linguistic category, fixes ordinary display of reality in consciousness of the person. Concept – the logical category including most the general, essential signs of subjects, their distinctive properties.

The term 'the concept' came to linguistics from logic and psychology.  It means reflection in consciousness of real objects and the phenomena of their essential signs and the relations.  Each concept characterizes its volume and the contents.  It consists of all the functions that distinguish it from other concepts. 

The relation between language lexical meanings and logical concept deserves special attention not only because they are similar but also because in their comparison and opposition it is possible to reach the best understanding of essence both. The first important point that the relations between concept and sense changes
.

The problem of own names is especially difficult. It was often taken for granted that they don't transfer any generalized concept to everything, only addressed to the person, the country, the city, animals, the rivers, stars, etc. And nevertheless, names as Moscow, the Thames, Italy, Byron cause concepts. Besides, concepts are especially rich.

Pronouns have demonstrative functions, i.e. they note only, but don't distribute information on object, except for its attitude towards the speaker. Secondly, concepts are always emotionally neutral as they are category of thought. Language, however, expresses all possible aspects of human consciousness
. Therefore the sense of many words not only transfers any reflection of objective reality, but also a connotation of identification of a condition of saying mind and its relation to that it speaks. Words of the person, on the contrary, have a positive connotation, meaning courage and firmness. When using in emotionally painted situations resolutely syntactic structures and conditions, words accumulate emotional associations, which is indistinct, represent their exact sense. The maintenance of an emotional component of sense considerably varies. Emotionally the words can capture all the scale and positive, and negative emotions: admiration, respect, tenderness and other positive feelings, on the one hand, and contempt, irony, disgust with another. Two or more words, making the same sense, can differ in emotional tone.

Biunique compliance between the value and concepts is well visible in words, which belong to some concrete stylistic levels. Unusual words, when using in exclamatory sentences not only exclaim surprise, but also have defined colloquial character and shows that dynamics of those who heard it, are on habitual terms
.

The linguistic nature and lexical meaning have very important consequences. Expressing concept, the word does it, defining features of lexical and grammatical system of each concrete language and various structural communications of words in the speech. Each word can be told, having connected it with in other words and forms, and not to affect its differential quality. It is its relation with other elements of the same theme group, synonyms and antonymous words, phraseological restrictions on its use and type of words, which can be brought out of it. On the other hand, each word has the syntagmatic communications characterizing the ordered linear arrangement of elements of the speech
. 
The lexical meaning of each word depends on a part of speech to which the word belongs. It has a certain set of grammatical meanings, and a certain set of forms. Each lexical and grammatical group of words or class is characterized by the lexical and grammatical value, forming, so to speak, general denominator of all meanings of the word that belong to this group. Lexical and grammatical value can be also considered as function according to which these words were grouped together. Many last researches are devoted to creation of classes of words based on similarity of distribution. The relation out of - language reality of reflections defines complexity of concept in consciousness of the person. 
The structure of each separate value depends on the language syntagmatic and paradigmatic relations because value is the integral component of language. Complexity of each word, it is connected with that it combines a lexical meaning with lexical and grammatical value, and sometimes and with emotional coloring, stylistic features and connotations arise from the previous use.
If we address to concept of words, as they exist in language, we have to notice that often-used words are multiple-valued.

In each language, combinatory possibilities of value in one word have the specifics. Thus, it is characteristic for English nouns. In verbs, we observe various values, which are based on transitional and intransitive lexical-semantic options of the same verb

CONCLUSION

Summarizing all the distinction between the lexical meaning and concept, it is possible to tell that the lexical meaning of the word can be defined as realization or indications of concept, emotion or object by means of a certain system of language are subject to influence of grammar and lexicon of features of this language. 
Words, which express concepts, can have also some emotional or stylistic coloring or express the connotations indicating conditions in which they often appear. All features, which differ from a lexical meaning, are connected with its language nature. Expressing concept is one of word functions. There are words, which don't mean any concept, their sense consists of other functions
.

Development of a lexical meaning depends on all difficult network of communications and the relations between words in this lexicon, and between the dictionary and other aspects of language.
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
