Production of sunflower seeds in Russia reached a maximum in 2011 for the last several years (9.7 mio tons). Low harvest in 2010 was caused by the great drought (5.3 mio tons).

The leading regions of sunflower production in 2011: Rostovskaya, Saratovskaya areas, Krasnodarskiy region.
Production of sunflower oil shows positive dymamic in line with harvest growth. The season of oil production starts in Autumn and lasts till the next autumn. The market of sunflower oil is high-consolidated: 5 largest producers take 63% of the market.

Yug Rusi is the largest producer with the market share - 32.6%. Other large producers: EFKO (Sloboda, Altero), Kernel, Glencore.

Yug Rusi is a leading company in Russian vegetable oil market offering vegetable oil of premium, mid-price and value price segments to its consumers. Yug Rusi is also the largest Russian exporter of bottled oil. Sales geography includes such countries as Azerbaidjan, Afghanistan, Belarus, Germany, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Lithuania, Latvia,

Moldova, Mongolia, Tadjikistan, Turkmenia, Uzbekistan, Czech Republic, Estonia and others.

The group produces bottled oil of well-known brands: premium - Avedov, Donna Oliva; mid-class - Zolotaya semechka, Zlato, Yug Rusi, 100 receptov.

Yug Rusi is also a major Russian exporter of bulk sunflower oil. Meal is an important byproduct of oilseeds processing being a high-value protein feed component for livestock. Yug Rusi is the largest Russian sunflower meal exporter. Significant part in the export program of Yug Rusi takes granulated sunflower husk which is the valuable source of the «green» energy while burning in boilers. Sales geography of bulk oil, meal and husk covers such countries as India, Italy, Greece, Spain, Turkey, Egypt, Albania, France, Georgia, Romania, Cyprus, Israel, Morocco, and Great Britain.

Yug Rusi is the large-scale agricultural producer. It includes various farms in the Rostov and Volgograd Regions as well as in the Krasnodar Territory with total area of farmlands approximately 200 thousand hectares. In the early 2000’s these farms were included into Yug Rusi as bankrupts. Application of the new up-to-date farm machinery, plant protecting

agents, introduction of various advanced agricultural technologies and an effective system of the agricultural management have allowed the group to make the agricultural sector effective and profitable. The group cultivates about 280 thousand tons of wheat annually. Besides, they cultivate sunflower, soya, oil-bearing flax, rape and other arable crops.

Yug Rusi Group of companies produces and sells various high-quality bakery products. The most important market of this division is the market of Rostov-on-Don as a million-people city, where the group estimates their market share to be equal to approximately 70%.

The group's business is based on integrated operations across the vegetable oil value chain including:
