If you can see the Cathedral of Saint Reparata in front of you, then you're lucky: the topographical problems have passed you by. To find this majestic building in restrained urban conditions can be quite difficult. But for sharp tourists not to indulge in vain hope, the dome of the temple, its brightest part is closed by the bell tower. Perhaps it was designed specifically that tourists could visit the cathedral without having to run: you can fully observe it only from the Chateau Hill.

This construction, that resembles the Roman Cathedral of Saint Susanna,was built on the place of the ancient church in the 13th century.  The works lasted almost for a half century – from 1650 till 1699, and into the 19th century   Jean-Andre Guibert, who was assigned to the reconstruction of the church of St. Reparata. This radically altered the facade, he decorated a lot these modest walls. The building itself is built in the shape of a cross, and thereby immediately brings spectators to the Italian churches The lacquer shingles, which cover the roof, clarified - to Genoa. The walls of the building are white and whiteness of all shades directs your view from the base to the dome, from the mundane to the sacral.

Interior of the Cathedral also met many changes. Only the altar of 1685 and the chapter created in the early 18th century, they remain in the original form – on them you still can see the fragments of facing "marbled" and plaster that imitates this precious stone. There are complete pictures located inside ten chapels built at the expense of wealthy people, which were not once exposed to restoration, but more or less kept its authenticity.
