Limited liability partnership of "IVF Sunrise LLP" represented by Gudkov Sergey Vladimirovich, acting with full corporate authority and with full legal responsibility, hereinafter referred to as "Contractor," of the one part, and __ __ __, hereinafter referred to as "Client," who together will be referred to as "Parties of the contract" have hereby agreed as follows:
1. THE SUBJECT MATTER

1.1. Hereunder by consent of the Parties of the contract, the Client hereby appoints the Contractor to provide medical, legal, regulatory, and other related services with the aim of assisting the Client in going through the in vitro fertilization (IVF) program. The services provided by the Contractor include the following:

- provide consultation on questions about the current international law related to the fields of civil law, family law, and medical law, concerning the reproductive rights of citizens, including assisted reproductive technologies, as requested by the Client;

- provide assistance in choosing the potential surrogate mother (henceforth referred to as SM) in accordance with all the standards of the World Health Organization and the personal criteria of the Client;

- provide infertility treatment to the Client and the Client's husband by using assisted reproductive technologies (henceforth referred to as ART) to transfer the embryos of the Client into the womb of the surrogate mother approved by the Client (henceforth referred to as TEC) in the medical clinic All IVF Center, having an address at 53 Wittayu Rd, Lumpini, Patumwan Bangkok, Thailand (henceforth referred to as the Clinic);

- prepare and/or provide assistance in preparing documentation package needed for conducting the in vitro fertilization program (henceforth referred to as the Program) in accordance with the present Contract;


- provide complete management, as well as full legal and organizational support of the Program for the Client;

- conduct other actions specified in the article 2 of the present Contract, with the aim of successful execution of the Program of surrogate motherhood for the Client;
1.2. Client shall be obliged to receive and pay for services mentioned in article 1.1 of the present Contract, in the manner outlined by the article 3 of the present Contract.

2. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

2.1. Contractor is obliged to:

2.1.1. Provide consultations concerning the questions on civil law, family law, and international medical law, including such questions as the rights and obligations of parents and children, and establishment of paternity and maternity;
2.1.2. Create an Agreement of surrogate motherhood (agreement of receiving the services of surrogate mother), which will include, among other things, the willingness of the SM to give the newly born Child (Children) to the Client and Client's husband and to sign the documents needed to register the Child (Children) using the Client's name of the present contract, which previously gave consent on using the IVF method or transferring of the embryo into the surrogate mother's womb for incubation;
2.1.3. If needed, gather and/or prepare all the required documents needed for the law enforcement agencies and medical organizations in order to protect the rights of the Client in the event that the current legislation is altered or if the actions of the SM can harm the interests of the Client;
2.1.4. To perform other actions in the interest of the Client connected to the execution of the present Contract, including:

2.1.4.1. Prepare (aid in preparing) the declaration of consent of the SM for TEC, and incubation of the embryo (embryos) by using the IVF technology, created from sex cells of the Client and Client's husband (henceforth referred to as IEC), with the intent of incubation and birth of a Child (Children);
2.1.4.2. Prepare (aid in preparing) the declaration of consent of the SM's husband for TEC and IEC;
2.1.4.3. Aid the SM in preparing the declaration of consent for entering the Client's name into the Child's (Children's) birth certificate (certificates), who she gave birth to;
2.1.4.4. Aid the Client and Client's husband in preparing and receiving the Child's (Children's) birth certificate (certificates) in the consular agency of Russian Federation in Thailand. Representative of the Contractor should be present during the receiving process of the Child's (Children's) birth certificate (certificates);
2.1.4.5. Prepare and store all the needed medical, legal, and other documents and records, which might be needed to draw up custody papers of the Client and Client's husband for the Child (Children);
2.1.5. Provide assistance in choosing the potential SM in accordance with all the standards of the World Health Organization and the personal criteria of the Client, including:

2.1.5.1. Within the period of 10 (ten) business days from receiving the advance payment on the Contractor's bank account, which is outlined in the article 3.1 of the present Contract, the Contractor is obliged to provide the Client with 2 (two) portfolios of the potential SM;
2.1.5.2. The candidates for SM, offered by the Contractor, should correspond to the following criteria:

- age from 20 to 35 years;

- have citizenship of the Kingdom of Thailand;
- being Rh-positive;
- having at least one healthy child, which the SM gave birth to herself;
- having a healthy mind and body, good will, and being ready to cooperate;
- give consent to going through at least 3 (three) tries of TEC;
- give consent to giving birth to 2 (two) children;

- do not meet with Client and Client's husband during the course of IEC and after giving birth, without having a written consent from the Client, and do not pry into the personal life of the Client and the Client's husband;
- give consent to go through Caesarean section if there are going to be medical indications for it;
- give consent to meeting with the Contractor's manager at any time at the request of the Contractor;

- give consent to refrain from sexual intercourse from the moment of starting IVF and during the period of 4 (four) months after going through TEC, as well as from the 30th week of pregnancy until giving birth; during the allowed time for sexual intercourse, always use condoms;

- give consent to have the Client or Client's husband present when giving birth to the Child;

- give consent to go through the Paternity/Maternity test concerning the Child she gave birth to, at the request of the Client;

2.1.5.3. The resume of SM (portfolio), given to the Client, should have the following information on SM: date and place of birth, place of residence, citizenship, nationality, marital status, education, harmful habits, blood type, Rh-factor, earlier diseases and genetic diseases, occupation, data on kids, pregnancies and labors;
2.1.5.4. In the event that the potential SM, that was approved by Client and successfully went through medical examination, is no longer suitable for the Client prior to the start of the Program of the surrogate motherhood, within the period of 10 (ten) business days from receiving a written statement from the Client, in which the Client rejects the SM, the Contractor is obliged to provide the Client with a new SM candidate, which will cost 3200 (three thousand two hundred) U.S. dollars for one portfolio;
2.1.5.5. Contractor is obliged to provide, with no additional fees, the following list of medical examinations for SM:

- blood test for blood type and Rh status;

- blood test for syphilis, HIV, hepatitis B and C;

- testing for chlamydiosis, genital herpes, ureaplasmosis, mycoplasmosis, cytomegalovirus, epidemic roseola;

- clinical urine test;
- clinical blood test + blood coagulability;

- blood chemistry tests: AJ1T, AST, bilirubin, glucose, blood urea nitrogen;

- fluorography;

- swab samples from urethra and cervical canal for bacteria, and degree of cleanness of vagina;
- cytological examination of the swab samples from cervical canal;

- examination by an internal medicine specialist to evaluate if there are no contraindication to bearing a child;
- full pelvic examination;
2.1.6. At the premises of Clinic provide the Client with the Program of surrogate motherhood by using ART: IVF + ICSI (if needed), including the costs of medical supplies, TEC into the womb of the SM, and cryopreservation of the unused embryos. If the SM does not become pregnant as a result of the treatment, provide 2 (two) more ART programs, including: 2 (two) cryotransfers of embryos that were cryopreserved earlier, into the womb of the surrogate mother. During the course of the treatment, if needed, provide 1 (one) cryopreservation of Client's embryos with free storage for a single year, as well as 1 (one) cryopreservation of Client's sperm with free storage for a single year. All other medical procedures, as well as consequent ART programs are paid for by the Client as outlined by the approved list of prices of the Contractor;
2.1.7. Completely manage the Program of surrogate motherhood for the Client, in addition to organizing means of transportation for the SM from her place of residence to the Clinic and back;
2.1.8. Provide all the needed medical services, and guidelines recommended by WHO, concerning the supervision of SM's pregnancy, up until the signing of a contract with the maternity hospital, chosen by the Contractor, where SM will deliver the child. All expenses associated with this process are paid for by the Contractor;
2.1.9. If needed, at the expense of the Contractor, provide SM with psychological consultation during the course of IEC, as well as during the course of two months after SM gives birth;
2.1.10. Appoint a supervisor from the Contractor's staff for the whole period of preparation of the SM for the Program of surrogate motherhood, as well as for the whole period of her pregnancy until delivery. Supervisor is responsible for controlling the actions, well-being, diet, and living conditions of SM. Supervisor is also responsible for ensuring that SM goes to all medical procedures, completes all medical examinations, and takes all medications prescribed by her doctor. In addition, supervisor is responsible for providing SM with everything that she needs for living, as well as for other things needed for the realization of the Program of surrogate motherhood;
2.1.11. Provide the Client with the information regarding the health of the SM during the course of the pregnancy based on the conclusions of medical examinations, conducted as needed, but no less than once per month;
2.1.12. Each month, cover all expenses needed to improve the diet of the SM, starting from the month when the pregnancy was diagnosed and ending with month when the baby was delivered;
2.1.13. Pay compensation to the SM after she has fulfilled all her obligations, outlined in the Service Agreement of surrogate motherhood. The monetary compensation to the SM is taken from the funds provided by the Client of the present Contract;
2.2. Contractor has the right to:
2.2.1. Deviate from the wishes of the Client, if it is needed to save the life or health of the Client, Client's Husband, SM, Child (Children), immediately informing the Client of this fact;
2.2.2. In the event that the Client is delaying the payment for the Contract (for more than 14 days), the Contractor has the right to unilaterally cancel the Contract, which means that all obligations of the Contractor concerning the present Contract are void, and the funds given by the Client to the Contractor of the present Contract are not subject to return. Also, the expenses, paid by the Client in order to fulfill the present Contract, are not refunded;
2.3. Client is obliged to:
2.3.1. Client is obliged to pay for all the services of the Contract to the full extent at time limits outlined in the article 3 of the present Contract;

2.3.2. Provide the Contractor with all the documents needed to fulfill the services of the present Contract, including a photocopy of the passports of the Client and Client's husband, photocopy of marriage certificate, and, without undue delay, provide the Contractor with all the information needed to fulfill the services of the present Contract;
2.3.3. Go through all the medical examinations set by the Contractor before the start of the medical component of the Program of the surrogate motherhood for the Client;

2.3.4. The Client, within three days after receiving the information on SM candidates (no less than 2) from the Contractor, should choose one or reject their participation. The approval of the Client for a certain SM should be made in written form. If the Client does not make a written statement of approval, this counts as a refusal to the proposed candidates, then in order to get a new candidate the Client should pay the Contractor in accordance with the article 2.1.5 of the present Contract;
2.4. Client has the right to:
2.4.1. To meet the candidate SM in person;
2.4.2. To personally study all the original documents of the chosen SM, and to receive copies of those documents;
2.4.3. Receive information on how the Program of surrogate motherhood of the present Contract is progressing,  as well as find out how the SM is fulfilling all her obligations connected to the current Program;
2.4.4. Receive information on the location of the SM during the whole course of the Program until the moment of delivery, and to personally control the living conditions of the SM during this period;
2.4.5. After the SM goes through labor, go through parental testing concerning the Child (Children). In such as case, all the costs involved are paid for by the Client. If the results of the test show that there is no blood relationship between the Child (Children) and the Client and/or Client's Husband, the Contractor is obliged to compensate all the factual and documented expenses of the Client connected with conducting the parental test;
2.4.6. Client and Client's husband have the exclusive right to name the Child (Children).

3. COST OF SERVICES AND SETTLEMENT PROCEDURE
3.1. According to the present Contract for the services rendered, Client pays to the Contractor a sum of 31 100 (thirty one thousand one hundred) U.S. dollars. Settlement procedure: the payment process is split into three parts and is carried out by the Client when the following conditions are met: the first payment of 7775 (seven thousand seven hundred seventy five) U.S. dollars is carried out by the Client within 5 (five) business days from the moment of signing the present Contract; the second payment of 15 550 (fifteen thousand five hundred fifty) U.S. dollars is carried out within 5 (five) business days from the moment of SM successfully getting pregnant, which is verified by the heartbeat of the fetus; the third payment of 7775 (seven thousand seven hundred seventy five) U.S. dollars is carried out after the birth of the Child (Children);
3.2. All payments under the present Contract are to be effected in U.S. dollars by wire transfer to the Contractors bank account specified in the article 8 of the present Contract. The fact of transfer of funds by the Client to the bank account of the Contractor, will be verified by an invoice of payment provided by the Contractor;
3.3. Contractor starts to provide services in accordance with the present Contract from the moment of signing it.

4. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES

4.1. All parties bear the responsibility for not performing or not performing properly their obligations of the present Contract in accordance with the current legislation of Great Britain;
4.2. If the health of the SM suffers as a result of participation in the Program of surrogate motherhood (hormonal therapy, TEC, carrying of a pregnancy, labor), the Client is obliged to pay for all documented medical expenditures (hospitalization of SM, medical supplies, surgical procedure, etc.). In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM. Contractor does not bear any responsibility and is not obliged to compensate any expenditures of SM connected with staying in a hospital, medical supplies and procedures, surgical operations, consultations of medical specialists and psychologists;
4.3. If, as a result of TEC, the SM suffers from extrauterine pregnancy, the Client is obliged to pay for all documented medical expenditures (hospitalization of SM, medical supplies, surgical procedure, etc.). In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM;
4.4. If the SM dies as a result of participation in the Program of surrogate motherhood (hormonal therapy, TEC, carrying of a pregnancy, labor), the Program is terminated. In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM;

4.5. If the SM gives birth to 2 (two) children, Client is obliged to pay the Contractor, in addition to the sum outlined in the article 3.1 of the present Contract, an additional 3000 (three thousand) U.S. dollars within a 3 (three) day period from the day of the Children's birth. In such a case, the Client is relieved from any additional payments to the Contractor or the SM;

4.6. In the event that during the labor the cesarean section had to be performed, Client is obliged to pay the Contractor an additional sum of 1000 (one thousand) U.S. dollars;
4.7. In the event that if after the start of the hormonal therapy of SM, TEC cannot be performed due to causes unrelated to SM, or if after the first try of TEC the pregnancy didn't occur, the TEC procedure is considered unsuccessful. If the SM refuses to participate in the following TEC procedures, the Program is continued after the Client chooses another SM candidate. Client is relieved from any payments associated with the choosing of another SM candidate;
4.8 In the event that SM suffers from miscarriage at any stage of the pregnancy, the Client is obliged to pay for all the associated documented medical expenditures. In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM. If the SM goes through induced termination of pregnancy on doctor's orders at any stage of the pregnancy, the Client is obliged to pay for all the associated documented medical expenditures. In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM;
4.9. In the event of miscarriage and/or damage to the health of the SM, due to invasive methods of prenatal screening, the Client is obliged to pay for all the associated documented medical expenditures; In such a case, the Contractor is not responsible for any additional charges and compensations to the Client or SM;
4.10. In the event that the Child (Children) is born with physical and/or mental impairments, which were not caused by the violations of the present Contract by the Contractor, the Contract is considered to be fulfilled by the Contractor properly and to the full extent.  In such case, the funds paid by the Client of the present Contract are not refunded. In such a case, the Contractor is relieved from any additional payments. The fate of the Child (Children) in such a case is determined solely by the Client;
4.11. In the event of stillbirth, which was not caused by the violations of the present Contract by the Contractor, the Contract is considered to be fulfilled by the Contractor properly and to the full extent.  In such case the funds paid by the Client of the present Contract are not refunded. In such a case, the Contractor is relieved from any additional payments;
4.12. In the event that, if during the realization of the medical component of the Program of surrogate motherhood the donor gametes were not used,  while the parental test excludes the possibility of the Client and/or Client's husband (that provided their gametes) being the biological parents of the Child (Children), due to failure of SM to fulfill her obligations, the Program of surrogate motherhood will be continued with a new SM candidate, who will be provided by the Contractor without any additional payments by the Client, in order to continue the Program. In such a case, the Client is relieved of any payments or obligations toward the Child (Children), who does not have a blood relationship with the Client;
4.13. From the moment of birth of the Child (Children), irrespective of the month of the pregnancy of the SM during which the Child (Children) was delivered, all further expenses associated with the care for the Child (Children) are covered by the Client. From this moment on the Contractor is relieved from payments related to this matter;
4.14. The Client is not responsible and does not compensate any expenses spent by the Contractor that were not specially mentioned in the present Contract and were not approved by the Client;

4.15. In the event that SM is refusing to give consent to enter the name of the Client into the Birth Certificate of the Child (Children), the Contractor, through the due process of law, provides assistance to the Client to file a paternity/maternity lawsuit against the SM and SM's husband. Any expenses associated with this process are covered by the Contractor;
4.16. As a result of the undue delay of the payment by the Client to the Contractor of the present Contract, the Client is obliged to pay a penalty of 0.5% (one half of a percent) of the amount due for each day of the delay;
4.17. Both Parties are relieved from responsibility of not fulfilling or not fulfilling properly their obligations of the present Contract in case of force majeure circumstances (unanticipated, unaffected by the will of the Parties, unstoppable circumstances (natural disasters, civil unrest, announcement of the state of emergency, war, epidemic, made-made disasters), which obstruct or prevent the Parties from fulfilling their obligations in accordance with the present Contract). The fact of aforementioned circumstances has to be supported by a document.
5. PRIVACY POLICY

5.1. The Parties are obliged to keep in secret financial and private information, that was revealed to them during the preparation for and carrying out of the present Contract;
5.2. The Contractor is obliged to do everything possible to protect the privacy of the SM;

5.3. The Contractor is obliged to obtain a signed testimony from the SM in which SM pledges to keep in secret all the financial and private information that was revealed and will be revealed to her when carrying out her Agreement with the Client concerning surrogate motherhood, going through the medical component of the Program of surrogate motherhood, and when signing all the needed documents connected to the present Contract.
6. TERMS AND TERMINATION

6.1. The present Contract goes into effect from the moment of it being signed by both Parties, and is valid until the moment both Parties have fulfilled their obligations in accordance with the present Contract;
6.2. Client has the right to terminate the present Contract at any time before the start of the medical component of the Program of surrogate motherhood (the synchronization of menstrual cycles of the Client and the SM). The sum, paid by the Client to the Contractor, is refunded with the exception of 3000 (three thousand) U.S. dollars for the process of choosing and medical examination of all the SM candidates accepted by the Client. Aside from that, Parties agree that in the event that Contract is canceled, each complete and incomplete month of work done by the Contractor in organization and managing of the Program of surrogate motherhood for the Client is to be compensated by the Client at the rate of 1000 (one thousand) U.S. dollars per month, in addition to all the other documented expenditures done by the Contractor in order to fulfill obligations in accordance with the present Contract;

6.3. In the event that the present Contract needs to be terminated ahead of time, the interested Party should notify the other Party in written form no less than 20 days in advance. The present Contract can only be terminated through written consent of both Parties;
6.4. The present Contract cannot be terminated after the TEC procedure up until the first hormonal test for pregnancy, as well as during the pregnancy of SM;

6.5. In the event that the present Contract is terminated by the Contractor (excluding termination due to the fact that Client is not fulfilling or not properly fulfilling obligations in accordance with the present Contract), all funds paid by the Client to the Contractor, in accordance with the present Contract, should be refunded to the client within the period of 10 (ten) business days from the moment of termination of the present Contract by the Contractor. In the event that refund is delayed, Contractor is obliged to pay a penalty of 0.5% (one half of a percent) of the amount due for each day of the delay;

6.6. In the event that the Contractor is not fulfilling his obligations in accordance with the present Contract, the Contractor bears the responsibility in accordance with the current legislation of Great Britain. The price of cervices (in accordance with the price list of cervices of the Contractor (Clinic), that were in force at the time of signing the present Contract) that were not performed by the Contractor is subtracted from the total sum outlined in the article 3.1. of the present Contract;
 6.7. If the Client does not fulfill his financial obligations outlined in the article 2.3.1 of the present Contract, or if the Client unilaterally cancels the present Contract, violating the article 6.4. of the present Contract, after the beginning of medical component of the Program of surrogate motherhood, or if the Client is renouncing paternal right to the Child (Children), the present Contract is void, and all the funds paid by the Client are not to be refunded. In such a case, the Client is obliged to immediately and completely cover all medical, transportational, legal, and other expenses associated with the realization and management of the Program of surrogate motherhood for the Client. Aside from that, Client is obliged to pay the Contractor a penalty of 20 000 (twenty thousand) U.S. dollars. This sum of money is used as a compensation for the SM and the newly born Child (Children), and as a compensation for the services provided by the Contractor. The funds spent by the Client in order to fulfill the present Contract and realization of the Program of surrogate motherhood for the Client are not to be refunded.
7. FINAL PROVISIONS

7.1. All changes and additions to the present Contract have to be drawn up in written form and signed by both Parties;
7.2. The present Contract is drawn up in English language in two copies, each being equally valid, one copy for each of the Parties;

7.3. All disputes between the Parties concerning the present Contract will be resolved through negotiations. If the Parties do not come to an agreement through negotiations, the dispute is resolved in accordance with the current legislation of Great Britain;
7.4. The present Contract represents the final contract between the Parties and replaces all the previous verbal and written agreements which concerned the subject of the present Contract. The present Contract incorporates all verbal and written agreements, statements, and guarantees. All previous provisions of contracts and disclosures concerning the subject of the present Contract are void;
7.5. Due to the fact that all Parties agree that provisions of the present Contract are reasonable, comprehensible, and feasible, they claim: If some of the provisions of the present Contract are found by the court to be invalid or inexecutable, this shall not entail the cancelation of the whole Contract, but only those particular provisions will be deemed void. If some of the provisions were deemed void due to their broadness, they will have the broadness dictated by the law.
