To the “Dark Side of the Moon” with Omega’s New Timepiece

The Speedmaster "Dark Side of The Moon" perfectly sits on the wrist, while being a little bit massive.

The Omega Swiss watch has a black zirconium oxide ceramic mono-block dial and black ceramic case, all other details are made from ceramic too, while the bracelet is from a highly durable textile by Cordura. The case diameter is 44.25 mm. The scratch-resistant sapphire glass protects the dial. The three hands and the symbols are made from 18k white gold. The hour, minute, chronograph hands and two small dots at 12 o’clock are covered with special coating Super-LumiNova for the wearer’s nice visibility at night time. The date window is situated at the six o’clock position, while the two sub dials are at the 3 and 9 o’clock positions. This amazing representative of luxury watches possesses a chronograph Caliber 9300 and a tachymeter. The timepiece is water resistant up to 50 meters and is powered by automatic movement. There is a “DARK SIDE OF THE MOON” engraving on the transparent caseback and there are three inscriptions on the dial, made by laser technology: Omega Speedmaster, Co-Axial Chronometer and Zr02. The latest inscription indicates that not only the case, but the dial is made from Zirconium Oxide.

The original price of the Swiss watch Omega Speedmaster Moonwatch “Dark Side of the Moon” is $12,000 and is available for purchasing now in many boutiques, situated all over the world.
