How to Integrate Java into PHP

PHP 4 Java Extension

PHP 4 Java Extension provides an opportunity to integrate Java into PHP. You can enable this extension through "php.ini" that is located in the main folder of the interpreter. This file dictates the PHP interpreter's compilation options. Add the path of the Java Development Environment to the php.ini, and it will call Java classes into the PHP script. Keep in mind that this application cannot be used for PHP 5 and higher.

PHP 4 Java Servlet SAPI

This extension functions somewhat differently than PHP Java extension. PHP 4 Java Servlet SAPI doesn't bring Java into PHP, it works by allowing the PHP interpreter to work inside the Java Servlet. This implies that on a Java server, the programmer may use native PHP code.
