The best hosting solution

The first and maybe the main problem for one who wants his site to be on internet is the choice of the hosting solution that fits best of all. Of course, an important factor that influences this decision is the site’s thematic and purpose. 
As there exist many hosting types it is natural for a person to feel a bit disappointed when it occurs to him to decide what type of hosting to choose. Each of them differs from each other by hosting plan features (bandwidth, discspace, monthly price for the service, available domains etc.). Naturally, there is a possibility to ask an advice to a professional, but it will be good for every one who wants to get hosting to distinguish such terms as shared hosting, VPS (virtual private server) and reselling. So, let’s review each of them. 
Shared hosting, as other hosting services, allows placing websites in Internet on the hosting companies’ servers. On the same server many websites are situated and all the customers are usually provided with all needed software. Sometimes the domains of the same server have the same IP address. 
The resources on the server are shared between all the customers’ accounts and are limited so that nobody can exceed the supplied resource verge. Usually the resources are enough for those projects which are not very large and don’t require rather high bandwidth. If a website is very active that would take up most of a server's resources, so, shared hosting is probably not the best choice for the site. Shared web hosting is the perfect solution for small and medium sized web sites.
The main disadvantage of this hosting type is that as the server hosts several sites at once, a technical problem with one site could badly affect others on the same server. 

Often customers worry that some other users from the same server may access to their account and badly affect it. But fortunately, they may be tranquil as such introductions can not happen because every customer has his own ID and password on his account making the data protected form outside attacks.
In other words, shared hosting may be compared with living in an apartment with other people. You have your own room as other residents do. You may place your furniture as you want within your room. The level of comfort depends on the house characteristics and your flatmates. As you’ll have to divide with them some special rooms (kitchen, bath etc. that correspond to some programs provided by the host that will be commonly used by consumers), it’s better for you to have “friendly” neighbours. For example, if one of them occupies all the territory of the place you are going to use, you won’t have the possibility to do what you want at that moment. 
If you want to continue staying in the apartment, you should be a tolerant resident as regards to other roomers and duly give the monthly payment to your master. Till you meet your engagements you won’t have problems with the host.  
VPS (virtual private server) is almost a full analog of the dedicated hosting services excepting the fact that some virtual servers are located on the same physical server and the customer does not receive 100% resources of the physical server. Each VPS represents a full copy of a server with its root, users, IP-addresses, memory, files, applications etc. Each server has a guaranteed resource amount (diskspace, traffic and so on).  The VPS provides its customers an unlimited access to his own virtual machine without carrying about physical server resources. The biggest advantage of this hosting type is that the customer may install all the equipment he wants. 

VPS is perfect for websites with high requirements to server productivity and such that need special system settings that can not be performed using hosting but with limited budget. Sites that require large diskspace may also use VPS.  

Turning to the example with the flat we may compare VPS with a separate apartment where you have your own kitchen, bath and so on. To your liking you may mount some needed equipment without affecting on somebody’s life. Your apartment may have several rooms and on your will there may live your parents (your other sites). The level of commodity depends on the house where the apartments are placed and on your house-owner. 
VPS combines all the advantages of shared and dedicated hosting. 
VPS is a service for those who don’t want to depend on problems that happens with server customers. 
Reselling is a method that allows selling hosting services when the owner of physical server divides it on parts with the aim of future selling it to other hosting providers. Hosting resellers have a discount up to 50%, sell hosting with their own brand, support the customers and get fee for this. Usually such hosts propose a set of additional services such as domain registration, web design, script programming etc. The favorable thing is that to start the reseller business you shouldn’t be a professional in hosting industry, minimal knowledge about Internet, hosting and domain names are enough. 
From the position of housing and communal field reselling looks like next: you decided to earn some money on leasing habitation but you don’t have enough money to become a valuable house-owner. You rent a part of the house wholesale and lease it to your guest by retail. The profit is obvious. 
Reselling is becoming very popular on hosting services market. It allows to small businesses to earn money without great investments.   
If you want to become a reseller, the main thing to do for you is to choose a register. The best choice is one approved by ICANN. Collaborating with such register you may be sure that you won’t be tricked and won’t overpay. 
As today a great number of domain names registers exists, it is rather easy to enter the reseller business. But as the competition is notable, you should be inventive and talented to achieve good results. 

So, choosing a hosting provider you should understand that all of them propose similar services, but the characteristics and prices are different. Your task is to decide what type of service to choose and find a reliable host that will satisfy all your requirements. 
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
