The face side of a Journey log cannot be sealed, stamped or marked.

Remain – 4,161 kg – fuel remain before fueling up

Uplift – 10,833 kg – fuel quantity

APU – 50 kg – fuel quantity for APU

BLOCK – 15,000 kg – fuel quantity before leading out

USED – 11,500 kg – used fuel during the flight

Remain – 3,500 kg – fuel remain after cut-off

Fuel consumption calculation:
Taxi – 400 kg – taxi fuel consumption
Trip – 12,410 kg – calculated fuel consumption between take-off and landing

=12,810 kg – calculated fuel block

Remain fuel – 4,400 kg – fuel remain after the flight (in words!)

USED – 23,000 kg – actual total consumed fuel for the route

NORMA 23,780 kg – total fuel consumption according to calculation

Fuel saving: 780 kg – difference between calculated and actual fuel consumption
20. Revenue load:

ADL 131 pers.  – adult passengers (men, women) not including children and infants!
CHD 17 pers. – children from 2 to 12 years old 

INF – 2 pers. – infants up to 2 years old

21. Crew work hours:

Parking: 0.25 min – time interval between actual arrival time and estimated time of departure acc. to FLIGHT PLAN
Delay: 0.20 min – time interval between estimated time acc.to FLIGHT PLAN and tow time

22. Captain’s signature

23. Special notes: special notes, seals and stamps by different airport services. The face side of a Journey log must not be sealed, stamped or marked.

25. Take-offs and approaches: notes of take-offs and approaches acc.to meteorological minimum are taken

26. Captain’s report: captain’s report on flight

27. Flight director signature
