You can save good money on your car insurance. What’s important, you can do it in such a way that the terms of insurance and the amount of a probable collision or comprehensive coverage are not affected at all. In most cases it’s the sum an insurance company wants to earn on its clients. Anyway, every consumer has the right to get a discount for this service and to spent money on you, your family, entertainments, purchasing some goods or upgrading of the same car.

Nobody likes to overpay 10-20% and even more for this or that staff. Just think what you could buy for this 20%!

Here are some hints to help you cut down expenses on car insurance:

1. Already at the time of buying a car familiarize with the list of most frequently-stolen cars available on the web. Insurance companies take into consideration such statistics. Don’t purchase such a “dainty for thieves” and an insurance policy won’t be a luxury for you. 

2. Analyze the market before making choice. Compare prices and terms of different companies (for example, various online services give possibility to compare insurance rates of the nation’s top insurance companies.) It’s better to deal with direct agents who sell insurance directly to the consumers then with middlemen. The latter may charge their fees up to 15 % of the total cost. When you single out several most appropriate variants make sure those companies have a good reputation. You might also want to check with your state’s department of insurance to find out if a particular company has a high number of consumer complaints. 

3. The model of your car can affect the expenses. No insurer will tell you that, unless you ask. The auto insurance companies have a special rating system for every car make and model. Most use a system which starts with the cost of the vehicle and then factors in safety and theft data. Cars are given a rating from 1 to 27, and the higher the number, the higher your premium. Look up your car's relative risk with MSN Money's comparison tool. If you're buying a new car, ask your insurance company about the difference in premiums for cars you're considering. Search online for the latest top 10 lists on the most expensive cars to insure, and the least. 
4. Your credit report can affect whether a company wants to ensure you and on what terms. The fact is if you pay your bills in time they consider you to be a stable and responsible person. If you have some problems with it just wait a month and try to solve them before applying to an insurance company. Most insurers use something called an "insurance score" to assess your risk as a driver, and an insurance score places a heavier weighting on bill-paying consistency of a consumer.
