
William Shakespeare's Autobiography
   William Shakespeare (born William Shakespeare) April 26, 1564 year of birth from the birth of Christ.
Place of Birth: Stratford upon Avon, England.
   The English poet and playwright is often considered the greatest English-language writer and one of the best playwrights in the world. Often referred to as the national poet of England. Works that have reached us, including some written together with other authors, consist of 38 plays, 154 sonnets, 4 poems and 3 epitaphs.       Shakespeare's plays have been translated into all major languages ​​and are staged more often than the works of other playwrights.
   Shakespeare was born and raised in Stratford upon Avon. At the age of 18, he married Anne Hathaway, the daughter of a local landowner who was 8 years older than him. At the time of marriage, Anne was pregnant. In 1583, the daughter of Susan was born to the couple, in 1585 - twins: son Hemnet, who died at age 11 in August 1596, and daughter Judith.Shakespeare's career began between 1585 and 1592 when he moved to London.
  So soon his became a successful actor, playwright, and co-owner of a theater company called The Servants of the Lord Chamberlain, later known as The Servants of the King. Around 1613, at the age of 48, he returned to Stratford, where he died three years later.
  Little historical evidence of Shakespeare’s life has been preserved, and theories about his life are created on the basis of official documents and the testimonies of his contemporaries, therefore, questions regarding his appearance and religious worldviews are still being discussed in the scientific community. And there is also the point of view that the work attributed to him was created by another person. This theory is popular in culture, although it is rejected by the vast majority of Shakespeare scholars.
    Most of Shakespeare's works were written between 1589 and 1613. His early plays mainly relate to comedies and chronicles, in which Shakespeare greatly excelled. Then in his work came a period of tragedies, including the works of “Hamlet”, “King Lear”, “Othello” and “Macbeth”, which are considered one of the best in English. At the end of his work, Shakespeare wrote several tragicomedies, and also collaborated with other writers.   
   Many Shakespeare's plays were published during his lifetime. In 1623, Shakespeare's two friends, John Heming and Henry Condell, published The First Folio, a collection of all but two of Shakespeare’s plays currently included in the canon. Later, several scholars attributed several more plays (or fragments thereof) with various degrees of evidence to Shakespeare.
   Already during his lifetime, Shakespeare received meritorious reviews about his work, but in reality he only became popular in the 19th century. In particular, representatives of romanticism and Victorians bowed before Shakespeare so much that Bernard Shaw called it “Bardolatry”. Shakespeare's works remain popular today, they are constantly studied and rethought in accordance with political and cultural conditions.
   After 1606-1607, Shakespeare wrote only a few plays, and after 1613 he completely stopped creating them. He wrote his last three plays with another playwright, possibly with John Fletcher, who replaced Shakespeare as the main playwright of the King’s Servants troupe.
All of Shakespeare's surviving signatures on documents (1612-1613) are distinguished by very poor handwriting, on the basis of which some researchers believe that he was seriously ill at that time.
   It is traditionally believed that he died on his birthday, but there is no certainty that Shakespeare was born on April 23. Shakespeare was survived by a widow, Anne (died 1623), and two daughters. 
  On April 23 (May 3), 1616, Shakespeare passed away.
Three days later, Shakespeare's body was buried in the Stratford Church of the Holy Trinity. 
                On his tombstone is written an epitaph:
" Friend, for God's sake, do not swarm
The remains taken by this land;
The untouched is blessed for centuries
And damned - touched my ashes. "
   Shortly before 1623, a painted bust of Shakespeare was erected in the church, showing it in the process of writing!
