Ground  transport 

Moscow City has a developed transport infrastructure – there are the three transport rings: the Garden Ring, the Third Transport Ring and the Moscow Ring Auto Road (MKAD). Currently, the Fourth Ring Road is under construction, as well as the Central Ring Road is planned to build in Moscow Region, which will help to reduce the transit traffic through the Moscow Auto Ring Road. More than 3 million private vehicles are registered, and the car ownership exceeded the 339 cars per 1000 inhabitants. With account of transport from other regions it results in great difficulties of traffic in the city.

At peak hours, more than 200 thousand cars are moving through the road network of the city at the same time. At present, the length of streets and roads is about 5 thousand km, including the trunk - 1281 km. The number of transport facilities - 317 units (including 68 bridges and 249 viaducts and road junctions).

However, with the current intensity and congestion of traffic, today the city additionally requires about of 350 km of backbone network.

About of 250 thousand trucks are also registered in Moscow .

Water transport 

 Thanks to a system of channels, Moscow is called the port of five seas. However, water transport in the city performs more excursion and recreational functions, rather than a function of passenger transport. From the North and South River stations long distance cruise ships are going. At the Center of Moscow and in some areas of the city, the Pleasure boats ply. The total numberof berths in the city, at which the Pleasure boats stop - about 20. The passenger River navigation runs from early April to mid-October, and the cargo - a little longer.

From the North River Station(Port) the cruise ships are  sent, connecting Moscow with St. Petersburg, Astrakhan, Rostov-on-Don and other cities of the Volga region. From the South  River Station are sent only two-decked ships to the Ryazan, Konstantinovo, as well as on  the Oka River to the Nizhny Novgorod and the Volga River to the North Station. 

From the North River station also the "Rocket", "Moscow", etc suburban ships ply to the recreation area of the reservoirs of  «Channel in the name of Moscow», as well as to the one-hour walk on the Khimki Reservoir.

 The main excursion line in the city is a route of Novospasskij Bridge - Kiev railway station. In addition, Pleasure boats still ply on several routes in the city center, as well as on routes from the museum-reserve "Kolomna". There is also the route to the recreation area of the Troitse-Lykovo in the north-west of the capital. 

For several years, it is planned to organize the regular river taxi routes, but they have not been implemented yet. 

Cargo  shipping carried over the North, South and West River ports.

Ground public transport

Ground public transport 

Ground public transport in Moscow is presented with a bus, trolley bus, tram and shuttle. The main operator of urban passenger land transport, bringing together the bus, trolleybus and tram is Mosgortrans. "Mosgortrans" ensures the 37,5% of the total passengers carried in public transport, carries about 1.85 billion passengers a year, and is one of the world's largest transportation company. 

Mosgortrans serves about of 600 bus routes, 88 - trolleybus 41 - tram. The total length of the bus route network is more than 6,1 thousand km, trolley - almost 1 thousand km, tram - 432.5 km. Every day in the route network of the city during rush hours more than 4,3 thousand buses, 1,3 thousand trolleybuses and 700 trams are moving. Passengers transportation and a technical operation of rolling stock is carried out by 20 bus, 8 trolleybus parks, and 5 tram depots. The average interval of motion in a "peak" hours on the bus routes is about 9.2 minutes, on trolley routes - 6.1 minutes and 6.8 minutes on the tram routes.

The city also has more than 700 taxi routes, which are carried out by private operators (the total number of companies - about 80). Their share in total volume of the whole transport sector is about 500 million passengers a year. Minibuses "Gazel", Ford, Volkswagen, Scania, "Bogdan", "Mercedes Benz", and some brands of Chinese buses are used as the main rolling stock on commercial routes in Moscow.

Transportation of passengers between Moscow and its Region is carried out by the buses of SUE Mostransavto and shuttles. In addition, the city of Khimki and subway station Planernaya binds the only one interregional trolleybus route.

The main form of public transport in the Moscow region is the bus. In addition, the towns of Khimki, Vidnoe, Podolsk, have the trolleybus traffic, and in Noginsk and Kolomna cities – the Tram.

Airports 

Moscow is served by three international airports: Domodedovo, Sheremetyevo and Vnukovo. Their share in total passenger traffic in Russia is more than 55%. Total in 2008, three airports served more capital 43.5 million passengers. Closest to the center of Moscow and the only existing airport, situated in the city, is "Vnukovo". The main insideRussia and charter flights are carried out from this airport. At Sheremetyevo airport, the largest carrier of Russia - Aeroflot is based. Meanwhile, the airport "Domodedovo" is the leader of the Moscow passenger air traffic, and according to many polls, one of the best airports in Eastern Europe.

Rapid Transit (High-speed transport)

High-speed transport in Moscow is presented with the one of the world's largest subway system, monorail line, as well as a railroad .The main type of out-street transport in Moscow is the Moscow Metro (Subway), every day carrying an average of 7.1 million passengers. In passenger traffic the Moscow metro worldwide is behind only the Tokyo. Moscow Metro has 12 lines with a total length of 292.2 km double-track terms, 177 stations. The number of cars is 4510, they are serviced with 15 depots.

Currently, the deficit of subway lines is about 100 km. The Subway network is overloaded. Of the 28 transfer points 25 is located in the central part of the city, they carried 93% of the total number of transplants. Until 2015, it is planned to build about 20 new stations. 

There is the only one city monorail system, in the North-East administrative district. It runs from the metro station Timiryazevskaya to the streets of Sergei Eisenstein in the VVC. Monorail stations are open for entry of passengers from 6:50 to 23:00 hours daily. Time travel the whole route is about 16 minutes. Monorail is not very popular from passengers, every day it carries not more than 20 thousand passengers. 

 Moscow railway system includes nine rail stations: Belarusian, Kazan, Kursk, Kiev, Leningrad, Paveletsky, Riga, Savelovsky, Yaroslavsky. Suburban electric trains connecting Moscow with the Moscow region, as well as neighboring areas, also serve for transportation of passengers within the city. The total length of railways within the city - nearly 400 km and the total number of railway stations in the city - 82. 

 In addition, Moscow is connected with the cities of,- Ramenskoye, Lyubertsy, Mytishchi, Korolev and Pushkino by  a  high-speed train "Sputnik". Also, high-speed trains, express trains links the center of Moscow with the three airports of the city. 

The world's largest airliner landed at Domodedovo

To the Moscow airport "Domodedovo" came the world's largest passenger aircraft Airbus A380, which made its first visit to Russia. 

 The A380 in the original color of the European group Airbus first flew specifically for journalists over the runway of "Domodedovo", and then went to the second round. The airliner touched the land at approximately 11:57 Moscow time in 7 minutes after the first flight. 

 A380 will stay at the airport until 17 October, after what it will fly to the international aerospace exhibition in Seoul. In "Domodedovo" will be produced a  full ground handling  airliner . 

 It is worth noting that the airport "Domodedovo" has become a 90-th airport in the world,which has adopted this ship. 

 Currently, the ship is used for training crews of airlines, for testing of advanced systems and equipment, participates in exhibitions and presentations.
