BARCELONA
With more than four thousand years of history, conquered by various nations, the city of Barcelona has always stood out for its beauty and city pulse. Throughout the centuries its modern outlook and vitality have converted into the site of important world events. Taking advantage of the development of married time roots Barcelona became a pioneering commerce with the rest of the world. The final moments in the history of Barcelona began in the middle ages. In 1859 the city walls were demolished as they were hampering the growth of the emerging city, which were the site of the universal exhibitions of 1888 and 1929. These years in shaping the city until the transformation that meant the celebration of the 1992 Olympic games. Barcelona has the great artistic and cultural heritage. Standing out for example its Cathedral the Gothic Quarter, the general top Palace home to the autonomous Catalan government, the Wax Museum, Picasso Museum, the Catalan Art Museum and the finest works of the architect Antonio Gaudi, the Holy Family Church, La pa Dora House and … Park. The Port of Barcelona is one of the most important on the Mediterranean Coast. Barcelona nestles between the rest of Spain and Europe. It is 90 minutes away from the French border and thanks to the excellent notaway system is well-connected to the whole Europe. Its airport is one of the busiest in Spain. In this video we will be showing you the places that most awaken the interest of the visitors to Barcelona. Giving you the idea of the great possibilities that offers stay in this fair city. Let us now end this short journey in helicopter and board our coach for the sightseeing trip around the city.  
From the port we can see a city open to the sea with the heady seductive powers of the section port called bay. The port is divided into two parts: port bay and port now. And with the arrival of the Olympic Games, the Olympic Port was built, containing up-to-date installations for the practice of all types of water sports. Here the Olympic Village was also built where during the Games the participating athletes were housed. 
The History Museum of Catalunya situated in the Palau de Mar leads us on to one of the most quailed quarters, which is managed to conserve it to Roma and see fairing local color la Barceloneta. L'Aquàrium is located in the Port Vell and is one of the largest in Europe and one of the most important in Mediterranean marine life. An eighty-meter underwater transparent tunnel gives its visitors a real fish-eye view of the seabed inhabitants. 
Maremagnum is a large shopping center in the Port, where we can find the modern installations of the imax cinema. The sea promenade leads us on to the square contained the Columbus Statue hold in the beginning of the busy ramble’s avenue. The Statue was built in 1888 co-inside with the universal exhibition and measures 87 meters high with the majestic figure of Columbus, one of history greatest sailors on top. The Statue is in memory of his visit to Barcelona to inform the Catholic Kings of his discovery of the New World.
Leaving Cologne Square, we make our way at the rambles, one of the most beautiful avenues in Barcelona, famous fits flowers, kiosks, paper shops and animal sellers. The atmosphere is pleasant and yet curious with street sellers at every corner. Everything from fortune tellers to mime artists who perform to the passing public.
The Wax Museum located in the magnificent building from the last century which the idea in creation of the great professional from the Spanish film industry Enrique Alarcon. Inside we could marvel at scenes from famous films as well as the number of movie legends immortalized in wax. 
The Plaça Reial is one of the most typical squares in Barcelona. The foresights of the square are imposing buildings whose ground floors designed with curved arcades chatter some of the most vibrant bars and restaurants giving the area a special atmosphere at any time of the day or night. In the center we can see the fountain «las Tres Glorias» with its lamp of six arms designed by Antonio Gaudi. The Opera Cafeterria in front of the Liceu Theatre is a meeting place for artists in general public alike and has recently been restored to its former glory. 
The market «Mercat de La Boqueria» dates from the eighteenth century. Here the locals can find the most diversed components of the Mediterranean diet. It is one of the most popular and busy in Barcelona.
The rambles start of the Catalonians Square and here at the intersection is the Cannaletes fountain built in the last century. A mythical spot where many great sporting victories have been celebrated as well as independence marches. The legend says that whoever drinks from the fountain is certain to return to Barcelona. 
The nerve center of Barcelona is de Plata Cathalonia, a meeting place for many, a place to rest or shop for others. From here starts Passeig de Gracia, famous for its high-class shops.
Around the Cathedral a number of beautiful buildings can be found, which together comprise the older inner city of the Gothic Quarter. In this small area many noteworthy buildings can be seen, for example, «la Pia Almoina» from the fifteenth century, the «Carrer dels Comtes» street, «Plaça de Sant lu» square, where the Frederic Mares Museum is located and «la Plaça de Santa Caterina» contained the archives from the crown of Aragon, «Plaza del Rey» the royal mayor palace with its thin al salon can be seen. 
The construction of the cathedral was begun in 1298 on the same site as the ruins of the former romanic Cathedral, which was itself built over the paleo Christian chapel of the fourth century. The majority of the actual cathedral was finished in 1459 but the main facade took until the end of the nineteenth century to finish. The court yard with its fourteenth century cloister is surrounded by chapels facing into the interior. In 1929 the cathedral was declared a historical monument. 
Arriving at «Sant Jaume» square we find two very important buildings for the city and for the whole of Catalunya, the Barcelona Town Hall and facing it the «la Generalitat» Palace, home to the autonomous Catalan government. 
At the Zoo entrance, the biological museum is located, built on what was the cafeteria and restaurant from the 1888 universal fair. The Ciutadella park of Barcelona began to take shape in 1871. It contains a number of interesting sculptures including the romantic lady with umbrella. In this park is the Zoo considered by many as one of the finest in Europe. It was opened in 1894 and a visit here is a must for all sightseers to Barcelona. Here we find its most famous guest the albino gorilla Snowflake. The only primate of its characteristics that exists in the world today. Next to one of the Zoos exits is the impressive Justice Palace.  
The Triumph Arch built in co-memoration of the universal fair of 1888 in red brick depicts many scenes recording commerce and industry from the age and also has a royal court of arms on each side. The monumental bull ring is where the spectacular bull fights with the best Spanish matadors are held from spring to autumn. Though it must be said that in recent years in Catalonia the interest in bull fighting had been on the decline. 
Following our route, we arrive at the world-famous holy family Church. The Catalan architect Antonio Gaudi began his work of art in 1883 with a fixed idea to construct a modern church for Barcelona. The project comprises five naves with a transept aspe, 18 tall towers symbolizing the 12 apostles for evangelists the virgin Mary and Jesus Christ. Gaudi’s most surrealist vision was the multicolored mosaic glass/ The scale model of the finished Church can be contemplated in the museum located in the same church. In the pasay de gracia we can find another of Gaudi’s masterpieces the Batilo House, which was renovated for him by the Catalonian industrialist (NAME) Its facade is a sculptural delight of balconies which enchant with their curved forms, the roof has a steeping climb hiding a loft and a tower with the names of Jesus and Mary inscribed in gold letters and a cross with four arms. A building was declared of national interest in 1969.
In the same avenue is the Mila House again work of Gaudi it is better known as la Pedrera and was built between 1905 and 1910. Its façade gives us a better insight into the creative capacity of Gaudi. The raw time balconies contrasting with the stone found in the village of villa franka. The building is curious in that there are no interior stairs only a lift to move from floor to floor. 
With the idea of creating a city within a garden (name) gave the assignment to Antonio Gaudi. He had a task of building a group of 60 detached houses but the project did not have the expected success and only 2 houses were completed. One of them occupied by Gaudi himself, who in a great display of fantasy created a wonderful combination of space and construction. The mixture of sculptures and fountains covered in mosaics of dragons gives the park a special feel. Not to mention the room of the 100 columns, of which unfortunately only 84 were built.
At the junction of the diagonal of the ramblers we find the casa sera, home of the city council and the work of the architect joseph pulch. The building dates back to beginning of this century. The avenue de diagonal is without a doubt the main archery of Barcelona. As its name implies its crosses the city running from east to west. At the west end is found the business center of the city and also the hospital. Close by is the princess Sophia hotel. Nearby the university is located where students from Catalunya most of Spain and Europe attend. 
The most famous sports arena of Barcelona without a doubt must be the football stadium «no camp». Surrounded by the rest sports installations the club is likely regarded as one of the most prestige’s in the world. In 1983 the Town Hall opened a park of a lascore shadore. From 1891 the appatwa was located here. The park with its pond and shady greenery combined with medal sculpture woman and bird has a special magic. 
On the mountain of Montjuïc is the mero foundation. A one-story building it was designed in the 1970s be the architect and Meros friend Josep Luis Serp. The galleries have illuminated to give the best contrast to the works of art. The foundation created in 1971 be Mero himself is dedicated the study and dissemination of his work. In 1977 the foundation received the prize of museum of the year from the European commission. 
Sun station is the hub of the city rail network joining Barcelona to the rest of Europe. Its up-to-date installations enabled to absorb an ever-increasing amount of traffic. Just behind the station lies another spot for tired visitors to take a rest bite, the Industrial Spain Park. Its modern design and natural space make us forget momentarily that we are in a busy city. 
Heading towards the Plaza España we find a large roundabout with 6 exits and the entrance to the fair-trade area. In the center is the imposing fountain designed by Josep Maria Pujol. The twin towers, the work of Roman Reventors, together with the columns flanking the trade-fair buildings mark the entrance. At the top of the Av. avenue is the National Palace, a silent witness to the spectacular events the city of Barcelona has celebrated throughout the ages. Climbing Montjuïc Mountain we ancon to the Spanish village built for the universal exhibition of 1929. Inside are examples of the different types of arch architecture found in the Spanish regions. Created by Frances Folgera and Ramon Reventos, the visitor can take a trip around the diverse Spanish cultures in a short period of time. There are many ceramic works, art galleries and craft shops to bruse around. 
The Montjuïc Stadium designed by Pere Domènech i Roura in 1929 was rebuilt in 1985 to prepare it for the 1992 Olympic Games. The marathon gate incorporates an interesting group of figures by the artist Paul Galgayo. The truly highpoint celebrated in stadium was the opening of 1992 Olympic Games. Hundreds of millions of people all over the world followed the lighting of Olympic torch on television. Close to the stadium is the Calatrava tower and Sant Jordi Palace designed by the Japanese architect Arata Isozaki.
The Montjuïc Castle dates back to the eighteenth century and was remodeled between 1751 and 1779 by the military engineer Juan Martín Cermeño. In 1960 the castle was handed over to the city council and converted into a military museum. From the cable car that joined the castle to the lookout point we can enjoy the magnificent views over the park area and the rest of the city.
This quaint blue tram will transport us to the railway car enabling us to reach the hundred old year fun fair el Tibidabo nestling at the top of the mountain of the same name. It is an old-fashioned fun fair taking us back in time, lightyears away from the modern theme parks of today. Situated on the side of the mountain «Torre de Collserola» telecommunication tower rises majestically. It was built for the 1992 Olympic Games. It is now the center of telecommunications for Catalunya sending all television land signals and a great number of other radioelectric signals. It receives many visitors for its amazing views and strategic position overlooking the city. 
We run to finish our trip around Barcelona giving you a small taste of the night-life atmosphere, its streets and magnificent illuminated plasters that offer a completely different perspective of the city after dusk has fallen.
