ADVANTAGES

3. There is less bullying that happens in the single-gender school. This problem tends to be greatly reduced there.

DISADVANTAGES


In spite of many pros, the second camp is still against such way of education. They think that:

1. It creates gender stereotypes. Being only in a homogeneous society, children do not know how the opposite sex actually behaves. This generates gender stereotypes. 
2. This leads to the following disadvantage – children in single-sex schools are less socializing. They may miss out on learning how to socialize with the opposite gender, which can lead them to feel shy or uncomfortable meeting their counterparts outside school.
3. Since single-sex schools offer a safer, cushier environment, pupils find it hard to adjust to a mixed-gender society in the future.
