Steel Garage Doors

Did you find the door of your garage buckling and clacking or you almost cannot open it because it’s rather old? Or maybe you are simply tired of your chronically skipping door? In all these cases time is right to replace your old garage door with a new one that can be operated and serviced more simply and easily.  The new garage door not only enhances security of your garage and safety of the vehicles inside it, but also improves the overall appearance of the garage significantly, making it a nice looking new property. Garage doors are made of different materials. The garage doors market may offer you steel garage doors, aluminum garage doors, copper garage doors, iron garage doors, wooden and even fiberglass garage doors depending on your preferences and amount of money you are going to spend. Each material has its advantages and fits to a particular design. However, steel garage doors are the most popular choice of car owners.
First of all, due to mechanical properties of the material, steel garage doors are much more durable and reliable than those made of fiberglass, wood or aluminum. The modern technologies of metal embossing allow a steel garage door look as nice as a wooden one and the same time be several times stronger. Steel garage doors do not deform, crack, flake or fall to pieces due to severe weather conditions as they are usually made of strong galvanized steel. Second, there is also no need to repaint them as often as, for example, wooden doors. Due to the galvanization technology stainless steel garage doors do not rust at all, however, they may dent on the back side. 
The highest quality steel garage doors have the inside part made of expanded plastic or polyisocyanate providing the door such properties as heat insulation and lightness. Using the steel insulated garage doors you will have your garage warm in winter and cool in summertime. These materials also significantly reduce the weight of the door, making it easier to operate. The quality of the door depends greatly on thickness of a steel plate it is made of. 2 inches thick steel is usually used for manufacturing of high-quality doors with insulation inside. 
There are two types of steel garage doors: single-skin and double skin. Using the second type is more preferable as it has foam insulation in the form of a sandwich, both inside and outside.  One more parameter ensuring door quality is weatherstripping. It means a full-width vinyl sealing along the lower edge fitting tight to the floor. Concerning the overall appearance of the doors, they may imitate wooden doors. 
The steel garage door prices vary from $700 to $1300 for an average door, and you will have to pay more if you want a premium-quality garage door.
