Environment and people!
Perhaps each of us has been in a situation, when it comes to the "environment," we could not even decide what to think of first, because it is a very broad concept.
World Environment Day, which is celebrated annually on June 5, is one of the main ways for the United Nations to draw the world's attention to environmental issues and to stimulate political interest and action. Such an event as the celebration of this Day is also designed to bring the human factor into environmental issues.
According to the scientific definition, the environment is all living and non-living objects that naturally exist on the Earth or in some part of it (for example, the environment of a country, region, etc.). That is, the main components of the environment are the natural and social environment. The main natural components of the environment are:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Air is one of the most important products in human life. A person can go without air for only 5 minutes without any health consequences. Deteriorating air quality violates the right to life and to physical and mental health. 
Water is another important component of human life. A person can survive without water for 5 days.
Drinking water reserves are being depleted to meet the needs of a growing population not only for drinking, sanitation, but also for production processes and recreational activities.  The issue of human security is becoming more and more acute as the amount of drinking water decreases.
Land - about one third of the world's surface is used for agriculture. 
On a globe that is finite in nature, but everything is connected to each other, for example through food chains and water cycles and geological cycles. 
Scientists predict that as a result of these global disruptions, there are already existing and expected changes that could negatively affect humanity's livelihoods:
Sea level change - will flood some small, low-lying island states. Salt water will negatively affect agricultural land. This is already being felt in the Southeast Pacific Islands and Southeast Asia.
Weather disasters - floods, droughts, and hurricanes will occur more often and with greater force.
Extinction - with a two-degree Celsius increase in global temperatures, 30% of all species living on earth will be at risk of extinction.
Food shortages - yields will decrease with rising temperatures and reduced or redistributed precipitation, primarily in regions such as Africa, the Middle East and India.
Water shortages - changes in precipitation will lead to droughts or floods. The amount of available water will decrease.
Diseases - as the temperature rises, diseases characteristic of countries with warm climates (malaria, various fevers, etc.) will move to other territories.
