| have been asked several times to tell you about evening
dresses. Well, | think | have collected my thoughts. The
question of "what to wear" to a special event baffles

almost every woman for a reason. It is really difficult. But its
difficulty is not in correctly complying with the almost mythical dress codes

An open back

will look extremely pretentious and,

unfortunately, extremely inappropriate almost

everywhere (and a dress with a cleavage, a bare back, and a
full-length dress - I've seen that at the Bolshoi Theater - is
somewhere beyond the capabilities of fashion

criticism).



I will not consider in this article the situation when
going out is a routine for a woman. If in the morning you have a TV
show, and in the evening a performance at a corporate party
and champagne to celebrate the opening of a new

boutique, then, Ksenia Anatolyevna, unfortunately, | will not

be able to tell you anything new. But seriously, the question of "what to do
if | am invited to walk the red carpet at the

Cannes Film Festival or to the White House Correspondents' Association dinner"

is not that difficult. Study the dress code on the invitation,
understand whether you need a floor-length dress or you can get by, look at
the photos of guests from previous events. Then it is a matter of
your daily taste. It is difficult to dress impeccably

for a big event if your everyday looks, so to speak, do not
reveal your interest in fashion. But if you work on your
style every day, then you will not make a fool of yourself

in Cannes.
