Variety of fabrics and their characteristics

The material for the suit manufacture can be woven, ie, made of weave (tissue) and non-woven - Dressing of animal skins (leather), filling (felting, padding polyester), and stretching (polyethylene).

The fabric is characterized by many parameters:

density

surface density

width

trim

type weave

and other parameters.

Article is called an independent kind of fabric that is different from the others by at least one parameter. The industry produces more than 4 thousand articles fabrics.

Various kinds of fibers are widely used in the textile products manufacture; they are different from each other in chemical composition, structure and properties.

The basis of the existing classification of fibers is laid on their origin (the way receiving). Considering all these the fibers are divided into:

Natural

Chemical

Natural fibers can be:

of floral origin (cotton, linen)

of animal origin (wool, silk)

of mineral origin (asbestos)

Chemical fibers are divided into:

Artificial

Synthetic

Mineral.

Man-made fiber is derived from cellulose, cotton and timber and it is divided into viscose, polinoz, acetate, triacetate. Synthetic fibers are made of the synthesis of small molecule products of processing of coal, oil and gas: nylon, Dacron, Norton, chlorine, Vignola, mtilan, spandex and polypropylene. Mineral chemical fibers are metal and glass fibers.

Range of linen:

In the range of linen fabrics only about 40% are the fabric stores. Linen fabrics are easy to process, low tensile, putrefactive steady with good hygienic properties. The disadvantages are: shrinkage and creases. The classic linen are

Cloth is to be released linen and half-linen, white and sand has, linen and jacquard weave. Jacquard fabrics are called damasks. Depending on the thickness, fabrics are divided into very thin (linen cambric), thin, medium, half rough, rough. They are used for the manufacture of bed linen and table linen suits. For dress sewing fabrics of different names are used. Their fibrous composition, structure and finishing depend on the direction of fashion.

Crinoline is the cushioning material of flax dry spinning, weaving linen and can be pure linen and half-linen. Crinoline issued harsh, smooth hued, with non-shrinking finishing and adhesive coating. Crinoline can be produced as a linen Capron and linen nitron.
