What is IntraLasik?         

IntraLasik surgery is a very safe and popular procedure for correcting vision problems because it uses a laser to create the flap. The surgeon 1) creates your corneal flap and 2) uses an excimer laser reshape the middle of the cornea. However, this procedure has some risks involved. Each patient has a unique structure of the cornea. Creation of the corneal flap is the main part of surgery where some risk may arise. The Lasik flap is created with the microkeratome or surgical blade that often causes inflammation of the eyes. 

How does IntraLasik work?        

IntraLasik uses a femtosecond laser to create the corneal flap. This computer guided procedure allows for a safer and more accurate outcome for the patient. The laser eliminates side effects that arise with the use of a microkeratome and provides better visual results. 

What is Custom IntraLasik (aka iLasik)?

Custom IntraLasik is the same as iLasik. Custom IntraLasik involves a combination of technologies that is the safest method for laser vision correction. 

Is IntraLasik procedure safer than Lasik?

Yes. IntraLasik is all-laser procedure which increases safety and precision. IntraLasik surgery is performed by computer-guided Intralase laser, but for Lasik uses a hand-held microkeratome is used to create the flap that cuts across the cornea. In comparison, Intralase uses a beam of light to create the cornea flap reducing the possibility of complications. The results from IntraLasik far exceed the results from a traditional Lasik procedure.
What are the outcomes of IntraLasik?          

1) The majority of patients achieved 20/20 or better eyesight
2) Very often patients choose a safe method of treatment with Intralase technology
3) Reduced low and high order aberrations such as halos at night and glare
4) Decrease in dryness of the eyes
5) Reduces the post-operative side effects such as astigmatism.

What is the recovery time?   

The most patients reported that were able to return to a normal active life within one day. Some patients were able to obtain normal vision in a couple of hours after the procedure. More than 90% of patients are able to return to work the day after IntraLasik procedure.
