
AIRLINE HISTORY
AC “XXXXXXX” was founded in 2007. Its main line of business is charter flights. As a result of a takeover by a new owner and arrival of a new team, the airline got a new impetus for developing regular scheduled flights.

The company needed to establish its presence on the market and to attract potential passengers. It was also necessary to work out its procedures as a new airline, as regular passenger services is a new line of business for AC XXXXX. Therefore, a decision was made to start scheduled services on the route Moscow-Norilsk and charter services on the route Krasnoyarsk-Sochi, in the winter period of 2010-2011.

AC XXXXXXXX started operation of scheduled flights on 26 April 2011. Its summer schedule is effective until the end of September 2011.

ROUTE NETWORK
Route network for 2011 relies on four base airports: AAA, BBB, Moscow and CCC. AC XXXXXXXX has created its major hub at AAAAA. Arrival and departure times of AC XXXXX flights are coordinated to ensure minimum connection time. 

Krasnoyarsk hub
Under the hub and spoke system of flights via Krasnoyarsk, services from the east depart in the morning and arrive at their destination in the west or south in the afternoon. Likewise, return flights are as convenient – they depart from the west in the evening and arrive at their eastern destinations in the afternoon or early in the evening. 

This programme partly replicates geography of flights operated by “KRASNOYARSK AIRLINES” which created a hub in Krasnoyarsk. This solution proved to be a great success. It increased passenger traffic by 80%.

Krasnoyarsk hub includes the following major cities in the east of the Russian Federation: Blagoveschensk, Vladivostok, Yuzhno-Sahalinsk, Komsomolsk-on-Amur, Petropavlovsk Kamchatsky, Nerungry.

Krasnoyarsk hub will connect the eastern region with Moscow, Saint Petersburg, Sochi, Anapa, Gelenjik, Krasnodar, Rostov-on-Don, Samara, Simferopol, Mineralniye Vody, Omsk, Chelabinsk.

This new development will significantly increase the number of air links between the cities which formerly were only accessible via Moscow, which resulted in a longer journey time and higher costs.    

Hub oriented schedule via Krasnoyarsk airport is expected to provide sufficient passenger traffic to load the aircraft, as direct passenger traffic between above mentioned destinations would provide only 15-20% of the load. As a result, AC XXXXXXX will be able to offer lower fares than its competitors.

BBBBBB Base.
Two major destinations under BBBBBB programme are Moscow and CCCCC. The programme will involve Yekaterinburg, Chelabinsk, Ufa, Kazan, Samara – in central Russia, Nizniy Novgorod, Belgorod, Rostov-on-Don, Anapa, Krasnodar, Sochi, Mineralniye Vodi – in southern and western Russia,  and Barnaul and Abakan in Siberia.   

AC CONTINENT will get an advantage over competitors by providing direct flights from Norilsk to a number of destinations throughout the Russian Federation.

Moscow Base.
 Flight programme based on Moscow hub, as well as AAAAAAA programme, involves transfer links. Flight destinations include Anapa, Sochi, Simferopol, Krasnoyarsk, Norilsk, Rostov-on-Don, Saint Petersburg, Sevastopol. 

CCCCCC Base.
Flight destinations from CCCCCCC include Sochi, Krasnodar, Anapa, Barnaul, Yuzhno-Sakhalinsk.

The entire flight programme involves about 40 cities of the Russian Federation and Ukraine.

FLEET OF AIRCRAFT
Currently, AC XXXXXXX fleet consists of seven TUPOLEV-154M aircraft. 

TU-154M
TUPOLEV-154M is a medium range passenger airliner. AC CONTINENT is committed to maintaining its fleet of TU-154. In view of the recent requirements the aircraft are being upgraded with regard to systems, equipment and interiors. A version with a VIP cabin has been developed.

At present, there are over 900 TU-154 aircraft of different modifications. TU-154M model has proved to be the most successful due to better fuel efficiency, enhanced aerodynamic properties and new powerplant.
