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TIETMEYER SPARKS EURO PROFIT TAKING

Markets report

The euro gained against the dollar yesterday after Hans Tietmeyer, president of the Bundesbank, said he didn’t want to see the euro continue its present slide.

Mr. Tietmeyer’s comments gave the currency a rare boost, with traders looking to take profits on long dollar positions. The euro gained nearly a cent yesterday from its low point of $1.08 on March the 5th, closing in London at $1.088. 

But analysts said that the relief for the currency might be short-lived. Jane Foley, currency analyst at Barclays Capital in London, said the euro’s gains were a natural response to recent lows, and in her view it would remain weak in the medium term. 
She expected the euro-dollar rate to react to key German unemployment data to be released today, and to the US retail sales figures due on Thursday. 
“I don’t think the place of decline at the moment is significant. And I don’t think the ECB is worried about the euro’s downside yet, although if it moves sharply lower the ECB will probably move in to calm things down”, she said.

ТИТМЕЙЕР ОБЕСПОКОЕН ИЗМЕНЕНИЕМ КУРСА ЕВРО

После того как вчера курс евро снизился по отношению к доллару, Ханс Титмайер, президент Центрального банка ФРГ, заявил, что не желает наблюдать дальнейшее падение единой европейской валюты.
Не смотря на то, что трейдеры стремились снять прибыль от стабильности доллара, высказывания м-ра Титмайера способствовали исключительной поддержке номинальной стоимости валюты. Так, вчера курс евро поднялся почти на цент: от нижней отметки $1.08, от 5 марта, до сбалансированной позиции в Лондоне 1.088 доллара за евро. 
Но аналитики сообщают, что помощь этой валюте, скорее всего, недолговечна. Джейн Фоле, финансовый аналитик в Барклиз Кэпител, в Лондоне, высказалась, что прирост евро был естественным откликом на недавнюю нижнюю цену, и по её убеждению, в среднесрочный период валюта останется нестабильной (слабой). 
Она ожидала, что соотношение евро-доллар реагирует в ответ на выпущенные сегодня ключевые данные безработицы в Германии и фигурам розничных продаж в США точно в четверг.
«Я не думаю, что имеющее место падение курса в настоящий момент является существенным. И я не думаю, что ЕЦБ (Европейский Центральный Банк) обеспокоился тенденцией снижения курса евро, хотя, если падение валюты станет резким, ЕЦБ вероятно не будет столь невозмутимым», сказала она.


Summary
