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Conclusion

Truman Capote in his novel “Breakfast at Tiffany’s” gave a vivid description of characters who escape from freedom according to Erich Fromm. Each person due to common sense is born free and equal to others and has all the possibilities to develop his physical and intellectual potential to the utmost. Though, liberty is connected with responsibility and choice and decision-making can be a painful process, demanding sacrificing. Those who are unable to carry this burden turn to another way of life, that is, instead of being and creating they choose the path of having and using (both material things and human beings included). People leading such existence exclude themselves from the world of close human relationship. As a result those weak links suffer from emotional hunger and aimlessness. Various sublimations and substitutes are to their service. Truman Capote illustrates most of the cases of this escapism and gives examples of different ways of having.

The events in the novel “Breakfast at Tiffany’s” take place in New York in year 1943. This is the time when the citizens face death, economic crisis and loss of illusions. Sudden bankruptcies and enrichments are common and people of different social background are intermixed, which leads to some confusion. Uncertainty and diffidence are the fate of those who came to New York for good from the southern villages and towns. The Belarusian writer Michas Stralcou called such migrants “hay on the asphalt”. 

Truman Capote in his novel “Breakfast at Tiffany’s” gives descriptions of personalities, escaping from freedom. They can be divided into two groups: possessors and escapists. 

Escaping from freedom himself, Truman Capote genuinely showed the weaknesses of the society but failed to create a strong loving human being who “is”.
