Progressive House/Trance
The generic term Progressive is used for many genres that were influenced by the beats and tunes found in Progressive House during the 1990s. In the last decade of the 20th century when the term appeared, Progressive was the short form for Progressive House. Progressive roots can be retraced to the rave clubs in England, Ibiza, Continental Europe, America and Canada in the first half of the 1990s. At the same time, another by-product of Progressive House was Trible House, with ethnic or indigenous features, called one of the most minimalistic genres on the modern dance music.
U.S. House, UK House, European House, and Trance combined together and influenced each other, creating a new genre. The term was used primarily as a marketing label to differentiate new house from classic America house. The configuration of progressive styles of electronic dance music is determined by an accumulation, a peak and a cooldown.
Progressive Trance is supposed to have served as a combination for at least four different kinds of electronic dance music. The two predecessors of musical genres - house and Trance - were interwoven many times during this period. Their collision can be considered the influence of the Trance, techno, and house.
